As an Air National Guard member, were
you aware that there is a block of appoint-
ment vacancies in the United States Air
Force Academy specifically allocated for
nominations from the Air National Guard?
Most of us are aware of the
Congressional appointments of high school
graduates to the United States Air Force
Academy. There are vacancies specifically
for Air National Guard members to attend
the United States Air Force Academy of
which only a relative handful of applica-
tions are being submitted.

AFRs 53-10 and 53-14 are the governing
directives for this program. Some of the
basic eligibility requirements include:

(1) Age minimum - 17. Maximum age -
have not passed 22nd birthday on July 1
of the year entering the Academy; have not
passed 21st birthday by July 1 of year
entering United States Air Force Academy
Preparatory School.

(2) Citizenship.
of the United States.

(3) Moral Character. Must be of
highest moral character. Commanders must
furnish a statement if applicant's official
records are questionable; if applicant is
or has been a conscientious objector; if
appointment would conflict wilkth national
security interest; if there is a conviction
by court martial for other than a "minor
offense," or conviction of a felony in a
civilian court; if there has been an elimi-
nation from any officer training program;
if there is indication of drug abuse; or if
there is any behavior, activity, or asso-
ciation that would tend to show question~
able moral character or reputation.

Must be a citizen

(4) Marital Status. Must be unmarried.
(5) Dependents. No legal obligation
to support a child or children or any other
person.
(6) Other.
(a) Must be physically qualified
IAW AFRs 160-43 and 160-13.

(b) Must take either the Schol-
astic Aptitude Test (SAT) or the American
College Testing Program (ACT) test.

(c) Must take Candidate Fitness
test.

The 1986 State of Hawaii Data
Book reports some very interesting
and surprising data on drug angd
alcohol use in Hawaii. The tables
show that the distribution and sale
of marijuana generated nearly $362
million in 1984. The illegal distri-
bution and sale of other drugs
produced $78 million during the same
period, for a combined total of $440
million. Not exactly small change!

Who, you ask, buys and consumes
all these illegal drugs? The
answer is just about everybody. By
age group is 58% of those between 18
and 24 years old; 56% of those
between 25 and 34 years old; 43%%
of the 35 to 44 age group; and 34%
of those 45 to 54. Incidently males
and females have similar patterns of
drug use.

How often do these individuals
use drugs? As expected, most (37%)
report being light or moderate users
of illegal drugs. Only a few (5%)
consider themselves as moderately
heavy or heavy drug users.

Alcohol use differes significant-
ly from illegal drug use. A much
larger group (15%) consider themselves
as moderately heavy or heavy consumers
of alcohol. More males than females
consider themselves heavy or moderate-
ly heavy consumers of alcohol. As
expected, younger individuals consume
more alcohol that older individuals
on average.

In summary, illcgal drug use
among younger indlividuals i quite
common. This means Lhat most likely
you will know someconec who uses illegal
drugs on a regular basis. I"or you,
as a member of the HANG, rcmember
that illegal or impropcr usc of drugs
can seriously damage your physical
and mental health while jcopardizing
your safety and the safecly of other
HANG members. The best advice Lo
follow when dealing with illepal drugs

is to "JUST SAY NO'™"™, In consuming
alcohol try to remember to drink

in moderation or to stop completely
a least 2 hours prior to operating

a vehicle.

In the late 1940s, a fire broke out
in an Army barracks. Unfortunately a young
enlisted member named Feres perished
therein. His family sued the government
for negligence. The case wound its way up
to the Supreme court which had to answer
the question: can an active duty military
member sue the military for negligence?

The court's answer: no.

The case gave birth to what has since
become known as the "Feres doctrine'" which
basically disallows active duty personnel
from suing the military. The doctrine,
not surprisingly, has been, and, still is
very controversial. The policy behind
Feres is that military discipline would be
compromised if the leadership needed to
contend with the possibility of potential
lawsuits.

Nonetheless, the debate over Feres
raises its head every few years especially
in the area of medical malpractice. One
can understand the frustration of an active
duty malpractice victim who through no
fault of his own went into a military hos-
pital for a problem with his foot but in-
stead through a nightmarish series of
screw ups on the part of hospital personnel
had one leg amputated at the hip and the
other at the knee, or the frustration of a
female navy member who, without her consent,
had her entire reproductive system removed
(the female testified to a congressional
committee studying the doctrine). Frustra-
tion that is, at being left without a rem-
edy other than a monthly disability check.

The debate rages on.

ROPA PROMOTION BOARD PME DATA

On selection briefs for all future Reserve
promotion boards and Air National Guard
ROPA promotion boards, the highest level of
PME displayed for the majors board will
be S0S, for Tieutenant colonels boards,
1SS, and for colonels boards, SSS. Promo-
tion boards will not credit captains for
intermediate service school  completed
through correspondence or seminar, nor will
they credit majors for completing senijor
service school ahead of time. "We're not
trying to denigrate or downgrade PME (pro-
fessional military education)," said Lt.
Gen. Thomas J. Hickey, Air Force Deputy
Chief of Staff for Personnel. "It's still
very, very important. But, there's a time
we'd 1ike people to worry about that PME,
and there's another time we'd like to have
them not worry about that," he said. "The
right level at the right time is an impor-
tant avenue to make you more capable to do
your next job. That's what we're trying to
do," Hickey said. The efforts of officers
who have completed intermediate service
school ahead of time will not go to waste.
Under the new criteria, 1it's going to pop
up on their records. All data is captured,
so when they're up there where they really
need it—as majors competing for lieute-
nant colonel—it's going to be there. It
will not be wasted at all—in terms of

credit.  The reason Air Force Teadership
wants officers to take PME at the proper
time ie that it increases their profession-
al capability. "We want them to concentrate
on the1r primary job performance and lead-
ership—those kinds of skills—and that
(is)...what we think should be the primary
factors for promotion," Hickey said. PME
enroliment and eligibility requirements
have not been changed and eligible officers
who still want to complete PME early can do
so, but they need to know full well that it
isn't going to appear untjl they become
eligible under the new criteria.

SAFETY NOTES

National Guard Bureau reports the
following statistics on the "101 Critical
Days' safety campaign for Fiscal Year (FY)
87 to date: Private Motor Vehicals (PMV)
fatalities - 15; Sports and Recreation
(S&R) - 8. For FY 86, the statistics are
18 and 6 respectively.

About 467 of all the PMV fatalities
involved alcohol, and 58% did not use
seatbelts. Additionally, 70% of the PMV
mishaps that were single vehicle involve-
ment resulted from loss of control due to
overreaction to the situation. The single
major contributor to all seven drownings
in the S&R category was overestimation of
endurance.

The "101 Critical Days" encompasses
three major holidays during the year -
Memorial Day, July 4th, and Labor Day.

It commences May 22, and ends September 8.
So, we still have over a month to go. Al-
though no Hawaii Air National Guard Traf-
fic nor S&R fatalities were recorded in
Hawaii, commanders and supervisors must
still emphasize the use of self-discipline
and common sense during off-duty activities.
We need your active involvement, and we
must intensify all efforts in PREVENTING
off-duty mishaps.

SIMULATED LEAVE AND EARNINGS STATEMENT (LES)
AF FORM 141

Last month, all guard and reserve mem-

bers (except AGRs) were sent the semi-annual

"mock" LES which reflects your active duty
pay if we were actually mobilized. The
following are answers to questions that
have been asked about the statements:

a. The ETS date is a computer genera-
ted date that is always one year from the
processing month of mobilization. For
example, if the processing month is May
1987, then the ETS would be 880430.

b. The itemized pay block reflects
what you would receive per month for base
pay, quarters (BAQ) and ration (BAS).

c. Your total net pay per month can
be determined by adding your mid-month (MM)
pay and your end of month (EOM) pay amounts
that are reflected on the statement.

d. Servicemen's group life insurance
(S5GLI) is automatically deducted on the
LES.

Remember that you can save yourself
last minute problems if mobilized by sub-
scribing to SURE-PAY. Your pay will then
continue to be deposited into your desig-
nated saving/checking account.

AUGUST DRILL CHECKS

The submission for the August UTA
is scheduled for August 7, 1987. The
expected pay date will be August 21, 1987.

Would $5,040, tax-free, help pay for
your education? Are you one of nearly
20,00 National Guard members taking advan-
tage of this benefit?

It's all part of the new G.I. Bill, a
federal program designed to help pay for
college or vocational education. Service
"members in the National Guard and Reserves,
and on active duty are eligible for the
cash benefit.

The Bill allows a Reserve component
participant to receive a maximum of $5,040
in education benefits when enrolled in a
Veterans Administration-approved institu-

tion. The student rates are $140 monthly
(full-time), $105 monthly (3/4-time) and
$70 monthly (1/2-time).

To be eligible for the new G.I. Bill,
a Guard member must complete a statement

of understanding (DA form 5435-R), serve
satisfactorily and meet the following eli-
gibility criteria:

1. Be a high school graduate or GED
holder.

2. Not have received a baccalaureate
degree or equivalent.

3. Not be qualified for the All-
Volunteer Force Education Assistance Pro-
gram (New G.I. Bill for combined Active
and Reserve service).

4. Not be receiving an ROTC Scholar-
ship.

To use the New G.I. Bill, enlisted
personnel must enlist, reenlist or extend

an enlistment in the selected reserve for a

minimum of six years prior to June 30, 1988.
Officers must agree to serve in the selected
Reserve for six years (in addition to any
other obligation). People who leave the
service before their obligation is ful-
filled must refund a pro-rated share of
their education benefit.

Students who are eligible are issued a
DO Form 2384 (Notive of Basic Eligibility).
At that time, the Guard member should review
all the data to ensure accuracy and, if in-
complete or wrong, correct immediately.

The Veterans Administration uses the data
in verifying eligibility for the new G.I.
Bill.

Use of the program is growing slowly,
according to National Guard Bureau offi-
cials. To date, the states of Ohio, Ala-
bama and Illinois, respectively, lead the
nation in the number of Guard members en-
rolled.

Details about the program are availa-
ble from our recruiters, your unit head-
quarters and career advisors.
