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LEGAL BRIEF

Not long ago, I noticed a boy in the
church youth group flipping what I recog-
nized to be a butterfly knife, open and
shut. This aroused something more than
passing interest in me because what most
people don't know is that possession of
one of these fun type knives is punishable
by up to one year in jail and a $2000 fine
because they are considered switch blades.
The funny thing is that you can pick one up
at any swap meet.

Additionally, weapons designed prima-
rily to injure or immobilize humans are
also punishable by a minimum of $500 and
one year in jail. Such things as brass
knuckles, billy clubs, daggers (i.e. knives
with finger implacements on the handle)
are specifically named in the law as being
prohibited.

It does not end there however, the law

has a "catch-all" phrase; "...or other
deadly or dangerous weapons.' This has
included such things as a sword-cane, a
martial arts sword, a bayonet and wooden
knuckles with sharks teeth.

Open Letter on
Drug Abuse

As of October 1, 1987 338 guard
members were tested for cocaine. and
marijuana use. To date 14 individ-
uals or 4.1% tested positive. As
stated by E. C. Aldridge Jr.,
Secretary of the Air Force in an
open letter on Drug Abuse, "The Air
Force policy on drug abuse remains
unchanged. The illegal or improper
use of drugs by Air Force members
is a serious breach c¢f discipline.
It is not compatible with service
in the AF. And furthermore, such
use automatically places the AF
member's continued service in
jeopardy." The letter continues,
"such conduct will not be tolorated
and can lead to criminal prosecution
and to discharge under other than
Honorable Conditions." The letter
concluded by stating, "This policy
reflects the fact that druc atusers
ecpardize the AF mission. As well
as the health and safety of them-
cselves and others. This is especi-
ally true of those few who furnish
illegal drugs to others, or other-
wise promote and encourage drug
abuse among AF members. It is, and
will remain, AF policy to prevent
these activities ang tc identify
and discipline those who engage in
in them." For the 14 positively
identified drug uwsers these words
come too late. For us who remain,
let's continue to "Szy No" to drug
use.

Driving and
Alcohol Survey

Dr. Karl E. Kim, Assistant
Professor at the University of
Hawaii at Manoa, had his undergra-
duate urban planning class conduct
a Driving and Alcohol survey. A

total of 563 individuals responded
to the survey. The majority (58%)
were between the ages of 21 and 30.
Slightly more females (56%)
responded to the survey than males.

The majority of the respondents
supported raising the drinking age
to 21. They also tend to drink
more on Fridays and weekends, claim
to not drive after drinking three
alcoholic beverages, and would ask
someone else to drive them home if
they had too much to drink. On the
other side the majority do not
drink less since the legal drinking
age became 21, they have no diffi-
culty obtaining alcocholic beverages
and for quite a number (one out of
three) consuming alcoholic bever-
ages in cars.

Raising the legal drinking age
to 21 has not had a real effect on
where alcohol is consumed. Those
surveyed report the two most likely
places to drink alcohol were at
bars and nightclubs or restaurants
and at home. The least likely
place to consume alcohecl were in
cars and at parks and beaches.

Since the majority of the
survey respondents were over 21,
their night 1ife or party life was
not adversly affected by the new
law. See gang life is sweet after
21.

I'd like to give you a few legis-
lative update.

NEW GT BILL - On 8 May 1987, the
full Senate passed S. 12 (Cranston,
CA) to make the New GI Bill per-
manent by an overwhelming majority.
Minor differences in the House and
Senate versions are expected to be
ironed out shortly, and the final
bill sent to the President for his
signature by the end of May. Please
write your representatives and thank
them for their support of a perma-
nent ne GI Bill.

OVERSEAS TRAINING OF THE NG - The
Exon Amendment (Exon, NE) at this
time is expected to pass the full
Senate vote according to our infor-
mation. The battle between that
amendment and the Montgomery Amend-
ment (the current law) is expected
to continue into the conference
committee.
