"Ehy no ways I was drunk'"” How
aoften I have heard this lament when
cousel ing "puI*" clients. As Aa
Defense lawyer, I’ve defended over
i3 DUI cases. Rarely do 1 hear an
unfamiliar fact situation. The
tupical scenario: a driver has -4
beers and he’s not stumbling over
fiimself, he fgels he can handie. He
gervs into hig car and starfts *Toward
home. He's driving normallys no
weaving but he doesn’t krnow his fail
ligh* i out or doesn’t come T0 a
complete stop st a stop sian or he

sxceeds the speed limit, etoc. and a
mrorcycle cor  notices ik, He '
pulisd oveyr and while the zop 1is

asking him about the taxl light, he
notices the smell of an alcoholic
beverage on hivs breath. He asks the
dgriver if he’s nad angything to drink
(notice constitutional rights warning
need not be given for traffic stops).
Driver saus "ues" after which he’s
asked to o &« field sobriety test
consistang of the heel-fto-toe test.
arch back trsst, and leg raise test.
Along with perfarming the test
itselfy, the officer may Jdeduct points
for any failure to folliow
instructions on how to take the test.
He may alzo give what‘s called a
"Horizontal Gaze Nystaagmus® test
wherein he instructs the ariver to
focus on & pen or light as he moves
1t left to right in front of the
driver’'s face. This test measures
his ability *o follow the ohiect
smoothly. If you’ve had too much to
urink, Your eye muscles will
involuntarily Jerk back and forth.
The driver i1s next transported to
the nearest police station where he
will e given the choice of taking a
breath test or a blood test to
measure the amount of alcohol in his
sustem. If the test shows any amount
over .10 he mau be found quilty of
DUI at a subsequent trial. Note:
The machine measuring the amount of
alceohel in 2 person’s breath has =2
plus or minuws errcr margin of .01,
most Judges will wnot find a perscn
gurlty of NI inless the reading is

at ieast a it Tt does not matcrer
that the driver di d not feel
intoxicated. If the blood alcohel

content meets or SUrpasses the
threshold amount, he will probably be
found guilty of DUI. The punishment

for first time of fenders usually
consists of 14 hours of alcohol
assessment class, a 90-day license
suspension and either 3$150 or 72

hours of community service work. The
real kicker comes, however, when the
driver receives his nexit iasurance
bill. 1t will be about &S004L higher
and this will continue for about
three years. A final kicker is that

you cannot  get  your license back
untii Yot provide proct to the
licensing bureau that (WTaTa) have

insurance. Sort of likwe a nightmare
that getrs worse and worse.
