POLITICAL ACTIVITY RESTRICTIONS

The Primary Election was held yesterday.

The General will be on November 8. Both
aspirant and incumbent are everywhere, wav-
ing signs from the roadside, putting flyers
on windshields and even stealing each
other's trash bags on Kauai. Some people
are almost fanatic in their party loyalty.
(In fact, I heard of one conservative party
member who went to a Kentucky Fried Chicken
Drive-in and demanded a bucket of "right
wings" only!). But the choice will be es-
pecially difficult this year (as exempli-
fied by a man who was accosted by a mugger
with a gun in New York's Central Park--
"Quick!", the mugger said, "who are you
voting for for President?" The man thought
for a second, then he replied: "Aw, go
ahead and shoot!")

Air Force Regulations prohibiting cer-
tain political activity apply in many cases
to ANG members. Specifically, AFR 110-2,
'Political Activities', is addressed to ANG
members on active duty for more than 30
days and those on "full time National Guard
Duty", i.e., technicians. The following
is a basic listing of “"mays" and"may nots".

Affected ANG members MAY NOT:

~solicit votes for a particular candi-
date or issue or solicit contributions from
other ANG members (to include the sale of
fund-raising tickets);

-be a candidate for federal, state or
local government offices;

-participate in partisan political man-
agement or campaigns;

-publish partisan political articles
authored by the member for soliciting votes
for or against a political party or candi-
date;

-speak before a partisan political
gathering promoting a political party or
candidate;

-perform clerical duties for a partisan
political committee during a campaign or on
Election Day.

ANG members may:

_ -register, vote and express personal
opinions on political candidates and
issues but not as a representative of the
Armed Forces;

-encourage other members to vote;

-join a political club and attend
meetings (in civilian clothes);

-serve as election officials

-make money contributions to a politi-
cal party or committee favoring a particu-
lar candidate or slate of candidates;

-display a political sticker on his/
her car.

IF YOUR'RE MOBILIZED TODAY, HOW'S YOUR PAY?

The threats facing the United States
are worldwide. Military strategy of the
United States is based on deterrence of
war. Should deterrence fail, however, we
must be prepared to meet whatever threat we
face by applying the appropriate force.

For example, the ability to
effectively execute and support a
conventional war is one option. Hence,
planning for such a conflict - especially
protracted hostilities - is essential.

If the United States were to engage in
conventional war today, would your
dependents be financially stable? Personal
financial planning by military members is
essential during peacetime to ensure
dependents receive adequate financial
support in the event of an emergency.

Now is the time to assess personal
financial situations and determine how
to meet the needs of your dependents should
you be mobilized or your dependents
evacuated from the emergency area.

To assume there will be no
interruption in our pay service should an
emergency arise would be foolish. The
contingency plans for the Air Force state:
", ,.no United States Treasury checks will
be forwarded into the emergency area."

What does this mean to a local payee -
a member who receives a treasury check from
a local accounting and finance office? All

mid-month and end-of-month pay for local
payees who are either assigned or mobilized
to the emergency area will be suspended by
the Air Force Accounting and Finance
Center.

We can only assume that the emergency
area will not be on home soil. Central
payees whose checks are sent directly to a
stateside financial organization will
continue to receive their net pay through
the SURE-PAY system. Military members,
therefore, who are not participating in the
SURE-PAY system should consider the
consequences their dependents could face
should the member be mobilized under short
notice to an area of hostility.

If you were mobilized today and your
pay suspended, how would your dependents be
financially supported in your absence?

If you are not participating in the
SURE-PAY system (now called DIRECT DEPOSIT)
and would like more information about it,
call Military Pay at 449-1608.

FIVE MONTHS OF ZEROS

The latest
show +that

drug testing statistics
no one has tested positive for
drug wuse since April 1988. This 1is the
first time since the start of the Drug
testing program, that is since May of 1986,
that there has been a string of five zeros.
During the present military year only two
individuals have been identified as illicit
drug users.

There has been a verified deline in
the use of illicit drugs military wide. In
a recent Air Force Times article it was
reported by a Department of Defense survey
that of the 17,2.3 active duty service
members surveyed, the percent using drugs
for non-medical purposes within the
previous month has declined. Specifically,
in 1980 approximately 27 percent of those
surveyed reported using some drug for non-
medical purposes within the previous month.
This figure declined in 1982 to 19 percent
and decreased further in 1985 to 9 percent.
In the la‘test DOD survey, +the figure was
slightly more than 5 precent (5.3%).

Tre illicit drug of choice was
marijuana with about 3 percent of the
service members reporting use within the
orevicus month. Approximately | percent of
those surveyed repcrted wusing cocaine,
whiie less that | percent report using
cirer i1llegal substances such az PCF. LSD,
ar barbituates. ther indicators of
decreasing drug vuse 18 supported by
military justice records. These files show
that the number of punishments for drug
offenses has declined by nearly 50 percent
since 1982.

The heavy use of alcohol, defined as

consuming five or more drinks on a singie
occasion, at least once a week, has also
declined form 12 percent in 1985 to 9

percent in the latest survey. However, all
the news concerning alcohol abuse 1is not

good. Hangovers and other alcohol related
problems affect mnearly one-quarter of

active miiitary members on their jobs! The
DOD survey found that nearly a quarter of
members reported the following: 1) missing
workdays 2)lateness 3) 1intoxication at work

4) illness or accidents, 11 caused by use
or abuse of alcohoi.
We must remember that the abuse of

alcohol is just as dangerous as the use of
an illegal drug. The consequences of
alcohol abuse 1in terms of loss in work

productivity, family violence, and
vehicular accidents is very serious.
Moderation is an answer - self awareness is
the key.

RESERVE COMPONENT SURVIVOR BENEFIT PLAN

Reserve component survivor bemefit plan
(RCSBP) change public law 100-180 (DOD
authorization act for FY 89) authorizes a
member who is participating in RCSBP and
lost a spouse through divorce or death

and remarried before 1 March 1986 has the
option to withdraw from the plan. They
must withdraw prior to 3 March 1989. The
election to withdraw is irrevocable and
would terminate coverage for children as
well as the spouse. The request to with-
draw is submitted to ARPC/DPAE, Denver,
CO. 80280 and should be worded as follows:
I (member's printed name and SSAN) re-
married on (date) and hereby request with-
drawal from RCSBP under the provisions

of public law 100-180. The request must
include a copy of the marriage certificate
and a statement from the current spouse
concurring in the member's withdrawal.

The spouse's signature must be witnessed
by two adults (include their address)
other than the member. This withdrawal
period does not effect any right or obli-
gation to elect to provide an annuity to
a former spouse. For more information
call Personal Affairs at 449-5669.
DEPENDENT DENTAL PROGRAM (DDP)

ENROLLMENT :

All members going on active duty for a
period of at least 24 months are eligible
to enroll in the DDP.

DISENROLLMENT :
If you are currently enrolled in the DDP,
under no circumstances may an individual
disenroll from the DDP unless:
a. They have been enrolled for at
least 24 months.
b. Spouse becomes eligible for an
employee sponsored dental plan.
The sponsor must show proof of
eligibility for an employee plan.
c. The sponsor loses all dependents.

In the June 17, 1988 issue of the
“Morbidity and Mortality Weekly Report~,
researchers at the Center for Disease
Control (CDC) report that "...when there is
a good match between vaccine and epidemic
strains of virus, achieving high
vaccination rates in closed populations can
reduce the risk of outbreaks by inducing
herd immunity.’

Current influenza vaccines are highly
purified products. Unlike vaccines of years
past, vaccines of today produce only rare
febrile or systemic reactions.

Essentially each member of +the Air
National Guard is a mobility asset and must
be qualified, in all respects, for
worldwide duty. Our lack of compliance with
the influenza vaccination program makes us
vulnerable to epidemic outbreaks. This
incontrovertibly degrades our mobility
potential and mission readiness.
