They were delayed
a day going into the country because of a typhoon, and
delayed one day returning because the C-130H was
broken. As usual, the Tac Hospital members performed
admirably in the field and were given the highest
compliment by the host unit...they were asked to return.

Our sister unit, the 201st Combat Communications
Group is undergoing its major inspection (Unit
Effectiveness Inspection or UEI), from September 13-18.
As you well can remember, this inspection is critical
toward validating the management capability of a unit to
perform its wartime tasking. They have prepared long and
hard to do well for this inspection.

And for all units, we are in the management throes
of closing down fiscal year *89 to “zero out” our books on
flying and budget disbursements. We have always
attained 100% usage of our flying hours and utilized
99.99% of both O&M and MIL PERS funding. Because
of dynamic changes in recent months such as acquiring
our C-130H and returning our C-130A, implementing
corrosion control measures for our F-15 which must be
flown to Kona, and adjusting to O&M reallocations which
were originally cut in October 88, balancing out fiscal
year ’89 will be a difficult but rewarding task. Speaking
for the management staff, may I convey our gratitude to
all in the Composite group who made fiscal year *89 such
an exciting and active year...it’s good to be a member of

this group.

MOCK MOBILIZATION LEAVE AND EARNINGS
STATEMENT

The AirForce Accounting and Finance Center at Denver,
Colorado will be mailing Air Force Form 141, Leave and Earnings
Statement (LES), to military members by August 31, 1989. This
mock (simulated ) LES projects pay, allowances, deductions and
leave if you were to be mobilized. Determination of additional
pay and allowances (i.e. Basic Allowance for Subsistence, Family
Separation Allowance, etc.) will be made upon actual mobilization.
Members should validate the information on the mock LES and
report discrepancies to the Military Pay section.

SEPTEMBER UTA PAY CHECKS
Pay checks for the September 16-17, 1989 UTA should
be dated September 29, 1989.

MANDATORY DIRECT DEPOSIT PROGRAM

Effective September 1, 1989, the Department of the Air
Force issued an action memorandum requiring certain military
personnel to participatc in the Mandatory Direct DEPOSIT
Program or Obtain a waiver from designated waiver approving
authorities.

Non-prior scrvice cnlistees are not required to enroll in
the Direct Deposit Program while at Basic Military Training and
follow-on tcchnical school. But upon return to their home station
the member has 60 days to cnroll in the Direct DEPOSIT Program
or obtain a waiver.

Prior service enlistees are required to enroll in the Direct
DEPOSIT Program or obtain a waiver within 60 days of their
enlistment or transfer into the HIANG.

Personnel planning to reenlist in the HIANG must enroll
inthe Direct DEPOSIT Program or obtain a waiver atleast 60 days
prior to their ETS.

Enlisted members being appointed as officers have 60
days prior to officer appointment to participate in the Direct
DEPOSIT Program or obtain a Waiver.

Required personnel that do not apply for the Direct
DEPOSIT Program and do not obtain an approved waiver within
the required time limit will be subject to administrative action.

TheSF 1199A, Direct DEPOSIT Sign-up Form, may be
obtained from administrative offices or the Military Pay Section.

COLLEGE EDUCATION TUITION WAIVERS

If you haven’t acquired a college degree, have you

considered working towards one? Or, if you haven’t completed
your college education, have you considered completing it now?

If the financial part of your college education is a concern, are you
aware of the tuition waiver program? Let me share information
with you about the tuition waiver program. It can help cut down
the cost of your college education.

The tuition waiver program is a benefit to you as a
National Guard member. All you must to do is have a
willingness to pursue an undergraduate degree or certificate
from any one of the colleges in the University of Hawaii
system and meet the eligibility requirements.To have your
tuition waivered you must meet the following requirements:

(1) be a U.S. citizen (2) be a classified undergraduate student
working towards a undergraduate degree or certificate from
any of the University of Hawaii system campuses; (the benefit
goes to part time students, as well as full time students) (3)
enlisted members E-1 - E-9, and officers 01 through 03
qualify; (4) have satisfactory performance with your unit; (5)
you are not receiving Federal tuition benefits, i.e. Education
Assistance Program, “new G.I. Bill” benefits; (interesting to
note, individuals receiving VA education benefits may also
receive the tuition waiver benefit) and (6) individual’s term of
service must not expire during the time of the benefit.

If you meet those reasonable requirements, all you
have to do is fill out two forms. Acquire a form called the
“Tuition Waiver Application Information Form” from your
unit. Fill it out and tumn it back to your unit. Also, get the
“HNG Certification of Eligibility For Tuition Waiver Form.”
Fill it out and have your commander sign it. For every
semester, you will need to fill out these two forms. Note: the
tuition waiver covers only the tuition cost and not items such
as activity fees and books.

Currently a number of Guard members are using this
benefit, and perhaps you should consider taking advantage of this
benefit also.

I hope that the information above may help you. If
your spouse or family member care to join me in helping
families, he/she can sign up to be in a family support group.

FACTS ABOUT WOMEN, WORK
AND POVERTY

1. Approximately 80% of the women in the work force are
concentrated in low-paying, low-status jobs in service
industries, clerical occupations, retail stores, factories, and
plants.

2. In 1986, 12.4 million American Women, 18 or over, were living in
poverty. Of these women, 4.4 million were in the work force.
Half of these women have full-time jobs. 17% worked full-
time, year around.

3. One in every two working women, who are in poverty, are heads
of households, and work in service occupations. Research
shows that service jobs are  the LEAST likely to have paid
health insurance, paid sick leave or vacation benefits.

4. Of the 2.3 Million working women, in poverty, more than half are
mothers of children under 18. Women carry most, sometimes
all, of the burden for dependent children.

5. 65% of working mothers in poverty, are single, separated,
divorced, or widowed.

6. The average cost of child care for one preschool child is $57.00 a
week. A woman, working minimum wage, would have to
spend up to 40% of her paycheck for child care.

7. 47%, of all women in poverty, are high school graduates. One in
seven of all women in poverty, have one or more years of
College.

8. The average wage difference, between men and women, gives
women approximately 35% less money than men. This is
despite their educational attainment.

9..53.5% of women, who are heads of their households, are in poverty
today.

10. In 1986, families headed by women had median incomes of $13,647
compared to $24,962 for families headed by men.

11. Two out of three (64%) of all minimum wage earners in the U.S.
are women. Forty-six percent, of these, work far below
minimum wage.

12. In 1986, the median income for a low-income woman, head of
household, working full-time, year around, was $7056. The
larger her family, the deeper the poverty.

13. Due to inflation, a working women, earning minimum wage, can
buy only 80% of what she could buy in 1981.

ALOHA & MAHALO "SHAKA"

August 18 marked the culmination of a 26 year military flying
career for the 199th Tac Ftr Sq commander Ltc. Harold “Shaka”
Schatz. Shaka and wife Joyce started “their” military flying career at
Vance AFB, Enid, Oklahoma as guests of the 3575th Pilot Training
Wing in 1962. While there, Shaka flew the T-37 and the T-33. One
year and a lot of hard work later Shaka pinned on his wings as a proud
and happy member of Undergraduate Pilot Training Class 63-F.
Shaka and Joyce requested to stay in Oklahoma where Shaka was
assigned to fly C-124Cs at Tinker AFB. After three months at Tinker,
Shaka was ready to move to Paradise and be assigned to the 61st
MAW, 50th MAS, Hickam AFB Hawaii.

Shaka flew the C-124s at Hickam for four years amassing close to
3000 hours in the beast, some of them in combat support.

FEVER, SORE THROAT, DIARRHEA, NAUSEA,

of your health, and receivig the 1989-90 flu shot. To get the greatest
benefit from the shot, it should be taken early in the flu season...like
NOW! when you arrive at the hospital annex to recieve your shot 1)
Bring your PHS 731 (shot record) 2)Be sure to tell personnel if you are
sick, pregnant, on medications or allergic to anything. 3)Remember that
you must wait 20 minutes after the shot, so allow
for that time in your schedule. 4)Be sure that your shot record is
documented before you leave, and take it with you.

If for some reason you cannot receive the Flu shot at all, please
talk with the Immunization NCOIC SSgt George Yonamine or
myself (1Lt Adele Arcangeli 449-7767) as soon as possible. To be
permanently exempt from the Flu shot, you must have Form 422 in your
medical record. Please take care of this as soon as possible to avoid
delinquent notices to your commander.

Unfortunately some
are required for you to have as members of the ANG. The Flu is
required for you to have as members of the ANG.
