The issues oi Base Security (Restricted Area,
flightline) and Resource Protection (Controlled Area,
other areas of value) have been in a state of flux for the
last several years, and the 154 COMPG is moving to
insure that appropriate security measures, dictated by the
Air Force and the National Guard Bureau, are carried out.
Security is a responsibility of each member of the HIANG
and, by it’s nature, is also inconvenient. The challenge for
the commander is to balance the inconvenience with a
prudent evaluation of the threat to come up

RESOURCE PROTECTION: This concept of security
deals with protecting valuable resources that may or may
not have immediate and substantial impact on a unit's
combat capability, such as arms vaults, secure storage areas,
conventional munitions areas and some maintenance shops
or hangar areas.

These resources are placed into a Controlled Area.
Individuals who work inside Controlled Areas don’t need

with a reasonable plan to protect personnel
and valuable resources. It's tough to have
good security without inconveniencing
people with a cuambersome set of security
measures. The fact is that if someone wants
to destroy our aircraft, and they have the
means to do so, coupled with a disregard for
personal safety (most terrorists will die for
their cause), they will succeed. The intent of
Base security and Resource Protection
measures is to place at risk the individual(s)
who have the means and desire to harm
HIANG members or destroy HIANG
resources, and to provide a systematic and
uniform means of detecting and neutraliz-
ing any such atterapted acts, with minimal
inconvenience.

BASE SECURITY: This security concept
deals with protecting valuable “mission
ready” combat assets by placing them in
defined areas with designated “entry
control points”, that are either guarded
continuously (Priority “A” and “B”, our

lert Pad is Priority “B”) or patrolled on a
frequent basis (Priority “C"”, such as our
F-15 parking ramp). Individualsina
Restricted Area are identified by a “line
badge”, AF form 1199, or are escorted by
someone with a “line badge.”

A NEW AWARENESS OF SEXUAL HARASSMENT

In the wake of the Justice Clarence Thomas confir-
mation hearing and the information offered to the
Senate Judiciary Committee by Professor Anita Hill,
we all became painfully aware of sexual harassment
in the workplace. As members of the Hawaii Air
National Guard, we must remember that sexual
harassment is a subcategory of sex discrimination. As
such, sexual advances, request for sexual favors, and
other verbal or physical conduct of a sexual nature
constitute sexual harassment when:

(@) Submission to such conduct is made either
explicitly or implicitly a term or condition of a
person’s job, pay, or career.

(b) Submission to or rejection of such conduct by
a person is used as a basis for career or employment
decisions affecting this person.

(c) Such conduct has the purpose or effect of
interfering with an individual’s performance or
creating an intimidating, hostile, or offensive environ-
ment.

Examples of sexual harassment include, but are
not limited to, propositions, lewd comments or sexual
flirtations; leering or displaying sexually suggestive
or pornographic materials; and sexual assault.

Many Guard members are also employed in the
private sector. Under Hawaii law, a person who has
been sexually harassed by a stranger or co-worker can
sue for emotional distress, however, the courts have
ruled, in most instances, that the person is eligible for
worker’s compensation if the event took place at a
work site. The injured worker can always file civil or
criminal charges against the individual who caused
them harm.

The long term affects of sexual harassment are
unknown. Iknow that each and every one of us has
been sensitized to the issue. That talk and debate in
our workplace and home has fostered a new aware-
ness of gender relations.

Exercise and Air Pollution

Do you know that exercising in some of our most
populated and industrious cities can be detrimental to
your health? It depends on where you exercise, the
kinds of pollutants, how thick they are, and the
cautions you take. Individuals with respiratory
problems, such as asthma, bronchitis, and similar
conditions will be more vulnerable than the rest of the
population.

Laws do regulate levels of common pollutants,
such as ozone and carbon monoxide; however many
cities exceed those limits. Some cities inform their
citizens of air quality on TV or newspapers.

Protection from air pollutants is accomplished by
using proper filters in respirators, but they are not
very fashionable. Exercising when the pollutants are
at their lowest is another alternative. Also, the en-
forcement of emission laws and everyone doing their
share make it possible to breathe fresh air again.

He had just
been informed about a fire in
Oakland. A television news report
gave him pictures of homes burn-
ing in Oakland. I asked him if his
home was in jeopardy. He assured
me that the fire wasn’t near
enough to pose any threat. Well,
after our conversation I became
more interested and concerned
about the fire. I began watching
the news reports on television and
reading the newspapers for more
information.

As it turned out, the Oakland
fire is one of the most destructive
fires in U.S. history. Destruction
encompassed about 1700 acres;
approximately 2300 houses and

apartments burnt; more than $5
billion in damage; and about 150
injured and at least 19 killed.

In reflection of the fire, I wonder
about the possibility of your home
or my home going up in flames.

Although the chances are quite
slim, let us be aware of and prac-
tice fire prevention measures. Just
inspect your home to see if there
are any potential fire hazards.
Also, see if there are any important
papers or documents or valuables
that you could keep in a safe,
secure and fire proof place. If you
don’t have such a place, you may
want to consider finding a place
like that. My concern is that some
important papers and valuables
are simply so very hard to replace
or are actually irreplaceable. A safe
deposit box is one option to con-
sider. For about $25.00 to $40.00 a
year for the average person, you
can acquire a safe deposit box at a
bank.

Let’s learn some lessons from
the Oakland fire and have good
plans arranged. I hope this article
will help your family plan better. If
you want more information that
will help your family and other
families, have your spouse or
family member join a family
support group. To do this, contact
your unit.

Flood Awareness
Month

Flooding — whether from winter storms, high
surf or hurricanes — is Hawaii’s leading cause of
property damage. Understanding the dangers of
flooding and knowing what to do in case of a flood
emergency can help to protect you and your family
and property from harm. Some important things
to know:

Before the Flood - do you live in a flood-prone
area? (if you aren’t sure, check the white pages of
your telephone directory). Plan ahead and know
what to do and where to go during a flash flood
emergency.

If a Flash Flood Watch is Issued for the Area-
listen to radio/TV advisories and reports from the
National Weather Service and public safety agencies,
and be prepared to leave immediately. If you're on
the road, watch for flooding at road dips, bridges
and low areas; also look for signs of heavy rainfall in
the distance (i.e. thunder, lightning).

After a Watch or Warning is Canceled - continue
listening to the radio or TV for follow-up information
— floodiig sometimes resimes

Safety is no Accident  Promotions

The Human Element of Mishaps

Here are some of the most common human
factors’ limitations that we should be aware of:

1. Negligence - failure to observe safety rules or

instructions.

2. Anger/temper - causes one to become
irrational and disregard common sense.

3. Hasty decisions - workers act before they
think. This leads them to take hazardous
shortcuts.

4. Indifference - lack of attention to the task; not
alert, daydreaming.

5. Distractions - interruptions by others while
you perform normal job duties or non-routine
hazardous tasks. Family troubles, bad news
(mental distractions), horseplay.

6. Curiosity - workers do an unknown thing just
to see what will happen.

7. Inadequate instruction - an untrained or
improperly trained person.

8. Poor work habits - cluttered floor/work area,
loose clothing, etc.

9. Over-confidence - too cocky, take chances,
macho behavior.

10. Lack of planning - two or more people, each
depends on the other to do something that
doesn’t get done.

Supervisors should discuss these factors with
their people in regular training sessions. Bottom line
— control human factors, improve safety, and more
efficiently accomplish your mission.

Legal Line

Report of Survey

The Report of Survey is a procedure used to fix
liability and responsibility for loss or damage to
government property, upon an individual or indi-
viduals who caused government property to be lost
or damaged.

The purpose behind the Report of Survey proce-
dure is to safeguard government property from loss
or abuse. Under certain conditions (depending on the
circumstances) a Report of Survey officer will be

appointed to investigate why government property
has disappeared or been damaged. In this fashion the
individual responsible can be made to pay for the loss
his or her negligence or carelessness, deliberate act or
unauthorized use that may have cost the government.
The procedure seeks to insure that all members are
treated fairly and justly and that only those that are
truly responsible for the loss or damage to govern-
ment property are held liable and accountable. So
please handle and treat government property as if it
were your own. We are all entrusted by our office to
do no less.
