Mission

On October 20th, mem-
bers of the Hawaii Air National
Guard deployed to Howard Air
Force Base, Panama, in sup-
port of Operation Coronet
Nighthawk. The operation is
part of a Drug Interdiction
Program using Air National
Guard units to intercept and
identify unknown aircraft at-
tempting to enter the United
States. Information gathered
during intercept missions is
forwarded to US Customs
officials, who then alert US law
enforcement officials of the
approaching aircraft. Appre-
hension of all suspects is
conducted by civilian law
enforcement officials.

The HIANG deployed with
F-15s and pilots from the 199th
Fighter Squadron, as well as
maintenance and ground crews
from the 154th Maintenance
Squadron and 154th Aircraft
Generation Squadron.

Governor Benjamin
Cayetano, Commander in Chief
of the Hawaii National Guard,
said intercepting illegal drugs

before they get into the United
States is one way of fighting
the war on drugs. “lllegal drugs
are tearing apart our communi-
ties. We must use every legal
means we have to hinder drug
traffickers,” said Cayetano. I'm
proud of the job the Hawaii Air
National Guard will be doing in
support of the national effort.”

Operation Coronet Night-
hawk has been a mission of the
Air National Guard since
August, 1990.

Coronet Nighthawk is the
second operational mission that
154th Wing personnel have
deployed on within a week. On
October 14th, members of the
203rd Air Refueling Squadron
began deploying to Pisa Air
Base, Italy in support of Opera-
tion Deny Flight.

Whenever possible,
confined-space atmospheric
hazards should be controlled
by engineering methods, such
as mechanical ventilation. if
ventilation is not feasible, or if it
cannot reduce contaminant
concentrations to within ac-
ceptable levels, entrants should
use respirators as their line of
defense.

Respirators are used in
three situations: 1) if mechani-
cal ventilation is either infea-
sible or inadequate to reduce
contaminant concentrations to
within acceptable limits; 2) as
an interim phase until ventila-
tion systems can be installed;
3) in emergencies such as
escape from a hazardous
atmosphere.

For example, respiratory
protection would probably not

during spray painting of storage
tank interiors, since even the
best-designed and well-in-
stalled ventilation system may
be ineffective in reducing
solvent vapors to acceptable
levels.

Recommended and
"approved” respirator equip-
ment (approved meaning a
device that has passed a
series of lab performance
tests) is used. Certified equip-
ment is identified by a label that
describes the respirator’s
limitations, conditions of use,
and in the case of air-purifying
devices, the contaminants for
which it provides protection.

Wing and Air Commanders
Relieved of Duty

The Adjutant General of
New York relieved two top
commanders recently after a
General Officer investigation
substantiated allegations of sex
discrimination, failure to prop-
erly lead and command, con-
duct unbecoming of an officer
among certain members, and
failure to establish and maintain
accountability. The National
Guard Bureau believes the
circumstances leading to this
action do not reflect a wider
pattern in the National Guard,
but are isolated incidents.

What instigated the inves-
tigation was the request by a
female Major to be relieved
from flying status. The investi-
gation showed that the Wing
Commander, a Colonel, and
the Vice Commander did not
provide fair and equal training
opportunities to all unit mem-
bers and failed to correct
inappropriate behavior by some
unit members. The investiga-
tion also showed that several
unit members displayed con-
duct unbecoming an officer,
that malicious behavior had
occurred toward the Major, that
she and another female pilot
had not been given the same
opportunities as the men in the
unit and were subject to long
delays in becoming mission
ready.

In addition to losing com-
mand, the Colonel was taken
off the brigadier general promo-

tion list and asked to resign
from the Guard. The Vice
Commander has been reas-
signed to a support position.
We in the Guard are
serious about offering equal
opportunity to all members, and
we are committed to maintain-
ing an open and honest envi-
ronment, no matter what it
takes. Our strength comes
from our diversity. The only
way to maximize mission
effectiveness is to use the full
talent of all unit members.

The 154th Medical Squad-
ron has specific times for
specific services, most of
which are by appointment only.
Though they have distributed
schedules to most of the
sections, some folks are still in
the dark as to when they can
go for shots or physicals, etc.

First of all, the hospital
conducts medical mobility
training on Saturdays, so
please don't schedule anything
or plan to come on Saturdays.
Of course, emergencies will be
tended to at any time during the
drillday. The telephone num-

If you don't work a regular
shift or you have a special
problem, or just have questions
or concemns, you should con-
tact the hospital before report-
ing. The telephone number is

Now, here’s the operating
schedule:

Blood Tests are per-
formed on Sundays from 8:00 -
11:00 am. Report to the recep-
tion desk for proper lab forms,
then proceed to the laboratory
section, Annex.

Preparation: Do not eat or
drink anything, except water, for
14 hours prior to the test (no
alcohol for 72 hours).

Dental Follow-upsare
given by appointment on Satur-
days from 9:00 am - 2:00 pm
and Sundays from 1.:00 - 3:00
pm. Call 449-7758.

Drug Abuse Tests are
performed on Saturdays from
1:00 - 3:00 pm as directed by
unit commanders and Social
Actions. Personnel must report

with their DD Form 2 (military
ID).

Due to the legal require-
ments for handling and docu-
mentation of test specimens,
personnel must report during
the specified time frame. NO
EXCEPTIONS!

Immunizations are given
on Saturdays between the
hours of 12:00 and 2:00 pm,
and Sundays between the
hours of 9:00 am and 2:00 pm.
Locations are subject to
change. Call the Shot Line
direct during UTAs at 449-7766.

Physical Examinations for
all personnel are taken by
appointment from 8:30 am-
3:00 pm on Sundays. Call
449-2461 or 6934. Before you
come, you'll need your immuni-
zation record and the computer
printout with your appointment
date and time on it.

Yellow Feverimmuniza-
tions are only given between
the hours of 1:00 and 2:00 pm
on Sundays because the
vaccine is good for only one
hour after it's opened. You
should call at least the day
before (the UTA before would
even be better) to coordinate
requirements.
