The 199th I s Link Trainer Section I s half-million investment is a modified F86D Simu­
lator, an airplane that can't fly but can silllulate flying conditions. Its dividends 
ar,e saving 11 ves and money. . 

Under the control o.f a skilled technician., he can introduce most common air­
craft malfunctions. For example, he can cause a. flameout (power failure) by merely 
pressing a button on hi& control board. Immediately, the simulator actually simu­
lates a flameout in the cockpit--the pilot ·experiences the identical malfunction as 
if he were airborne. 

Faced with this problem, the pilot performs certain emergency. procedures while, 
in the control room, the instructor visually checks these procedures as they are re­
corded on the control board. Each movement by the pilot coincides--with a red light 
on the board. If the pilot fails to complete the operation, the instructor can a.top 
the problem, where it can be checked by botb. men. . 

Thus pilots, who must go through the simuiator every 90 days, can 11 catch11 their 
errors on the ground--where it can't kill them. The savings in fuel and wear. and 
t ea!' on the aircraft are additional dividends. • 

Intercept missions can alslil be simulated. With the aid of a plotting boar4, 
tb:e instructor keeps a· visual check of' the pilot as he positions and directs his­
aircraft (simulator) for the intercept. Thi.s 1s shown as an ink trace across a 
graph on the plotting board located in the· control room.
