If 
you n'> not limit the timet yoQ may 
r evoke it by destroyi~ all copies 
or by suecific -written revoc..,_tion 
to all who hold the documen ts · nd 
t0 all nersons with whom the bolder 
of the JYlWer of attorney may attempt 
to transact busin~ss.
