Can we service them and 
turn them around fast enough to meet the threat? -
lttsas-ter eentrel. In case of nuclear attack, can our disaster control team pl o , 
and estimate the damage from enem_y action soon enough and accura~~ly enough to 
insure protection of personnel and the evacuation of essential equipnent? Does 
our warning system worl< and can our personnel deploy- to assigned areas soon eno~.q.r,?

you were deployed accordingly. ) 
Operat!ofls . Can our pilots intercept and destroy enemy aircraft in time? (Yes­
terday 13 flights · with two ·aircraft each 'l-lere scrambled. The .first flights met 
supersonic targets flying at mediwn and high al·l,itudes and the later flights raet 
sub-sonic targ~ts at medium altitudes . There• ,ras some- trouble in destroying t h-:: 
faster targets but none in destroying the sub--sbnic ta-rgets. 11 

The general conclusion drawn from yesterday's exercise was that there is room 
a great deal o.r improvement in our defense capability and readiness to m~t any­

threat to the Hawaiian Islands . 
Especially important is our ability to recan- persc>nnel· and man t h.iir ·posts;­

diat ely, it is an important one when we think in terms of the biiJ picture . The entir :­
system can not be considered adequate unless we can prove tnat oor pegpte are ab:l:e t cr 
re5pend in the leafrt amoont- o-:f time in an emergenc;, .
