The word on 1964 Federal income tax 
deductions for reserve personnel is that 
the following expenses can be treated as 
deductions on your tax returns if you 
itemize your expenses: 

a. Expense for travel when required 
to be away from home overnight for a 
paig. s~eduled drill. . -

b. Subscriptions to 'Professional 
journals. 

c. Cost and maintenance of unifo:nns 
worn at · drills. (Uniform allowance if 
received in 1964, must be deducted~) 

ci. • 'Expens~s • for altering rank in­
signias, coat of insignias and devices. 

e. Cost of transportation to attend 
drill . The cost of the round trip to 
location of the drill can be deducted if 
drills are held outside your town or the 
general area were you work. But, if 
the drill is held within your town or 
general area in which you work, you can 
only deduct the cost of traveling 
between -where you work and the location 
of the drill. 

f . Dues paid to BNG Association; 
NGUS Association, or ROA. are deductib-1.e .
