If you fall behind, you
can be put on asctive duty or dis-
charged from the Guard at the dis-
cretion of your commender. If you

are discharged before your obligat --

ion is up, even with only a year or

two left, you are subject to immed-

iate callup by the draft, regardkss
of your are.
