GPAS wlll only reregister cars
when provided with the state vehi-
cle registration certificate, =a
current safety sticker receipt, an
insurance policy or csrd which in-
dicates adequate PD/PL coverage,

a Hickam AFB bumper sticker number
and the seat belt informstion.

This complies with the follow-
ing supplement to AFR 125-14 which
reads:

"No vehicle wlll be reglstered
or reregistered without seat belts
unless the applicent has evidence
of havinz epprised his commander
that he is registering his vehicle
without seat belts. This regula-
tion also acplies to civilian emp-
loyees. In such cases, they will
show evidence of having apprised
their OIC that they intend regist-
ering a vehicle not equipped with
seat belts.” N
