Air Force crewmen flying in
Southeast Asla are now wearing a
new type of body armor and special
helmets as protection arainst enemy
grounc fire.

This protective armor decrecases
the wvulnerzbility of eairecrews to
small arms sreound fire cduring rescue
defoliation and rround support
missions. Toth body armor sné pro-
tective helmets ere beins uscd by
crewnen in C-123 end C-130 gircraft
end FE-3E "Jolly Green Glant" heli-
copters.

The body ermor which covers the
tack and chcst is mede of a ceoramie
metericzl backed with nylon to p
vent pleces from flying off
struck by small arms frasments.
