With HANG field training in the 
very 11ea.r future, it is apropos to 
review the regulations for commis­
sary and exchange prirlleges. 

To be eligible for commissary 
and exchange· privileges, an ANG 
member must be ordered to active 
dutr or active duty for training 
for a period of over 72 hours be­
fore he and bis dependent are eli­
gible. 

Dependents other then legal 
wife and children must first have 
their deI:>endency established by 
the AF Accounting and Finance Oen½ 
ter_. In order to hav,e access to 
the AF Commissary/Army & AF Exoh-,­
anges~ dependents must have in 
their posaes~ion one copy of the 
authenticated order am driver's 
license or other civilia.n identi­
fication card. 

For alert duty or individual 
short tours of over 72 hours and 
JO days or less, the ANG member 
must submit his request for his 
dependent to HANG CBPO or through 
h;is unit . During unit or all-HANG 
field training, units will consol­
idate aJl requests to HANG CBPO. 
The irrlividual may per;sonally re­
port to CIPO for dependent I a com­
missary and exchange privileges by 
prese.nting a copy of hia orders. 
All re uesta will contain the de­
pendent I a name and relationship.
