-income tax info:rmation for Guards­
men. 

Fede~al income tax deductions 
ete~ from National Guard ser­
viee fall into three oate~ories­
tran,sportation costs, costs of out 
of t(1r{n travel; nnd special cloth­
:ing(uniforms arid the maintenance). 

Ouardamen who attend training at 
~ place other than their regular 
locale of emoloyment may deduct 
fO~~trip mileage from their reg­
ular plaee of employment or their. 
home, ~bioh~ver ~s nearer,to their 
locale of training, i.t: free trans-

. portation i:s npt J)rovided. .If the 
pla0-e of businees and meetirw site 
a~ ir,i the .same locale or ltletropo­
litan ~aJ only the one-way ex­
~ense is deo.uctible, and then the· 
iess~l' of from · home or office to. 
the t,11aining site. 

Ail.qwable deductions of this 
typ.e include oar mil.~age, tolls, 
or !ares~ bus · or other common 
earn.er. Mileage may be deduc­
ted at the rat1;1 of 10 cents per 
mile for private' autos, provi,ded 
~otal business mileage for . the 
year dees not exceed 15,000 miles . 

~ransportation deductions may 
onlr include travel actually per­
formed and paid for. If a Guard~­
man go,, s tq training by a car pool 
al'raneenent, he can claim mileage 
onJ,y for those days on which ne 
drives his own car. If he rides 
with sorre one else and pays a part 
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pf the expense, he can cl-aim only 
his share qf the cost. It h~ 
dJ?ives and others pay- a s)ja.;-e qf 
the cost, he rrru.st deduct t hose 
p.ayments from his mileage claims. · 

Guardsman whose tr~ take s 
them some distance .from the,ir O)m 
home town5, requiring them to stay 
away from home overnight( can de­
duct the cost of meals and room, 
if such costs ·are i.pcurred. You 
must have receipts or 'other ~uit­
able record of such costs. ·

The cost ' of keep:i,ng properly 
uniforu$d falls into a different 
category. l'.t 1 s a business expense , 
as ogposed to transportation, and 
therefore must be ;t.istijd· qlll.ong , 
yqur itemized deduction~ . 

Uniform eJC;peti~es incl\:llie purchase 1 

costs, insignia and other ~ccoutre­
ment s, plus launiry and cleaning, • 
less any uniform al~owani:,e you. ~ 
have received · for the year . 

These are just tips . . . but re­
Jl'.ember it pays to itemize yo~de­
ductions, and to tulce ad.vantage of 
every single allo,,1able deduction 
you can find.
