Dur:i:Qs the 12-day period• 
primary emphasis will h, placed on 
unit operational l"eadimss train­
ing i ncluding conducting turnaround 
oper ations at Barking Sands PMRF 
and Dillingham AFB. 
• 'l'urnaroupd operations will be 

limited to a maximtmr six sortie s 
during a.cy flight pe-ri<.rl. Manning 
will be as re(luired to support the 
night schedule with primi.ry emph­
asis on personnel who ha.Ye not been 
exposed to this type of operation. 

Overall flight operations and 
necessary support functions will 
encompass a 12~16 hour day. No 
night flight operations wi.lJ. be 
scooduled at turna.roum bases. 

Daily airlift for personnel, 
materiel 1 and administration sup­
port will be provided between Hick 
am a.nd Baiking Sands dur.ing operA­
tional days. Similar service will 
be provided between Hickam and Di­
llingham except with organic tran­
sportcttion.

ment by check. 

Base Exchange privileges will 
be available to all personnel on 
ACDUTRA status. Dependents' priv­
ileges will be issued if proper 
applicatrl.on has been made by the 
sponsor through tre unit cwmnander. 

Commissary privileges are ex­
tended, along with dependents• 
privileges. Personnel must present 
ACDUTRA orders am ID card.

The ANG th inks it does, but Air 
Force hasn I t adopte-:. a stand. It 
mw,t do so soon, bQ(ever, because 
aome of the ANG pilots involved 
ar-e close to retirement eligi.bili­
ty11 provided the ruling is favora­
ble. 

A captain with the- Pennsylvania 
Air Gua.rdJ for exanple 1 served 17! 
years of active duty time, includ­
ing 12 commissicned before .be seJ>­
arated am joined the Guard. Since 
then he has accumulated several 
hunired hours with ADC units as an 
alert pilot • 

The latter i:, a long standing 
program un:ler lii,hich tl:e AN& provi­
des air defense support. There 
ar~ over 200 such spaces in 20 ADC 
units . 'l'he pilots invol.ved serve 
v-a.rying length:, of tine with the 
unit .s ll -s0100tine s taking 59 da,ys on 
then one off ani coming back for 
59 lllOl'e o 

When the Pennsylvania ANG pilot 
acqtrirea a few hundred more such 
days m will have approximately 
900 days served as an ADC alert 
pilot. That's 2! years, which on 
top of his 17! active duty years, 
would give him the necessary 20 
for aotive--duty officer retirement. 

While there's nothing in regu­
lations saiying that the alert. pilot 
time count. s for that purpoe e, the 
National Gm rd Bureau says it sho­
uld be creditable for retireimtlt, 
It has a test case coming up, deal 
ing wit.h a pilot other than the 
one cited above, an official said.
