FIGHT FIRE WITH FOAM

A1l that debris and paraphern-
alia you see around the mauka side
of the hangar is due to the inst-
allation of a complete new fire-
fighting system based on a foam
not unlike soap suds.

The tank on the Diamond Head
end contains 20,000 gallons of wa-
ter and an adjoining tank contains
the chemical. When the heat sens-

ors on the hangar ceiling trigger
the system, the water and chemical
is mixed and pumped through pipes
to the ceiling and onto each of
the six bulbous contraptions hang-
ing up there. It is sprayed in a
fine mist on them and the fans in-
side create bubbles, much like the
child blowing soap bubbles through
a ring.

The system can fill the hangar,
(doors automatically closed by now)
with 20 feet and more of foam in
2-ly minutes. As the foam reaches
the heat, it condenses into steam
and smothers the fire.

Major Beaumont assures us that
if you are caught in the hangar
and suddenly find yourself at the
bot tom of 20 feet of foam, you can
"just bat it out of the way and
breathe all right."

The system supersedes the exist-
ing pure water system, which does=
n't work since there isn't senough
water pressure at this area of the
base.

NEW ID POLICIES AT BX

Tue to a unique exchange and
commissary situation in Hawaii in

which it is considered an overseas
area and thus has much more exten=
sive inventories and facilities
than Mainland bases, much abuse
has been taken from members of the
reserve forces who have used their
uniforms as identification.

As a resulit, new policies have
been set. From now on identifica-
tion must be shown as well as UTA
schedule both at entrance and poi-
nt of sale at the Main exchange,
at point of sale at other exchange
retail outlets, and point of entry
at the Commissary. Identification
plus proof of direct relationship
with the vehicle must be shown at
the service station.
