WASfiJNGTO~-More than 871 000 Air National Guardsmen on the drill pay rolls, 
like active- dutr service members, are receiving bigger paychecks because of the 
7.21 per cent ba.si:: pay hike of January- l . All Air Guardsmen receive credit for 
LB drill a:ys a year, although actual t raining takes place one weekend a month. 
Thi.s me~s,, for example, that an "l-7 with more than 12 years' service who parti­
cipates in the program now receives $8J. 40 for each of the 12 weekends he p~t_:l­
cipates- du..-i:ng the year. An. 0-3 with six years, to cite another eJCamPle, fi?J! 
draws $129.52 for each of his 12 participating weekends . Any fly:plg pay is ex.tr 
of course. Quarters and subsistence allowances are not paid, However, when -:lfue· 
Guardsmen take their annual tM=week au.mm.er encampments BAQ and BAS are paid. 
Participants in the 48 annual drill programs receive the amounts shown in the 
chart which has re cently been distributed throught HANG. If you have not seen 
a chart, ~ee yoilr ' section supervisor.

SPACE tVtttAfilii!: FLmH'l' 

Many- Hawaii Air Guardsmen may no't realize that they have extensive apace 
available flight privileges much as ragular military members do. Members of the 
Air National Guard or reserve components of the Air Force may fly on MA.C air,craft 
anywhere within the continental Um.tad St ates . We may not, however, fly MAC out­
side the emus, whi ch does not include Hawaii. To fly outside CONUS, we can only 
fly other than .MAC flights--such as SAC, TAC, ADJ or other such commands. Then 
we are limited to the CONUS, liawaii, Alaska and Puerto Rico . Few di"fficul ties are 
involve.p. in such t ravel and connections can usually be made with a min1mwn of wai­
ting . As an example I the editor recently completed a trip to the ea·s:t coast and 
ret,n:11. ~ traveling aJJnost exclusively on military aircraft. A KC-135 was caught ·to 
KcCle1J.an in Calif . , thence to Tinker in Okla. City ; a C-118 to Wright-Patters~n 
in Ohio, and a C- 131 to White Plains just outside New York. Returning, a C-ll8 to 
Andrews, anotb:er to Kelly in San Antonio, C-121 to Norton, and KC-135 to Hickam 
did the _job. Tb.ere was also a trip from New York tc Florida via Dobbins in Geor­
gia on a '135. If yo· wi.sh to l ea ·e Hickam, don 1t go to the fAC terminal but chec1,.. 
with other conma."lds directly er go to base ops . Returning from Califomia may be 
donB" only from March AFB e.t RiversideJ a SAC base, with regular Tues, Thurs , Sat 
anri Sunday flights to Hickam .
