WASHINGTON, D.C.=---Effective 1
July 1972 Selective Service regis-
trants who have been issued a not-
ice to report for dinduction may
enlist gr accept an appointment in
the Army or the-Air National Guard
provided the-date of enlistment or
appointment, is at least ten days

rior to-the scheduled reporting
uate for induction.

In the case of a registrant wh-
ose induction reporting date has
been postponed, the enlistment or
appointment in the Army or Air Na-
tional Guard will be valid if it
is accomplished at least ten days
prior to the rescheduled reporting
date.

Registrants who have been issu=
ed a notice to report for inducti-
on on one of the first 15 days Ju-
1y 1972 will be afforded an oppor-
tunity by selective service to en-
list or accept an appointment in
the Army or Air National Guard.
Local selective  service boards
have been authorized to.postpone
the induction reporting . date for
not more than 15 days if requested
by the registrant. This action is
designed to-assure equitable trea-
tment for the individuals concern-
ed.

This change will afford the
~rmy or Air National Guard epport-
unity to capitalize on a group pre
viously not available, The liber-
alized policy opens the door for

recruiters to,seék out these pote-
ntial accessions and induce them
to enlist.
