NEW MANNING DOCUMENT SOON TO BE N AFFECT

A new manning document, 18 UE, will .be creating some changes in the near
future. The changes will affect the 199th Fi$ and the CAMRON more than any other
areas. The 199th FIS will lose 3 pilots types and the CAMRON will lose approxi-
mately 56. The cause for the reduction in personnel is that the 154th authorized
F102 aircraft was reduced from 25.,to 18. This reduction took place in 1971 but
the new manning document has jusT been completed. Reduction in personnel will be
through normal attrition and wil! take effect within the next three or four months.
Technicians are not affected.

How the Hawaii Air National Guard
does this, in detail, 'would |ead to a lengthly article full of figures, stahis=
tlcs, computations, etc., so |lets cut the gobblygook and talk in everyday language.

s the F102 an obsolete aircraft? No! Not for what it was designed and the

role itiplays in the Air Guard mission, that of a defense against a manned bomber.
The F102 is a fine and capable aircraft. It has the speed, range and ability o
infercept, indentify and if necessary desfroy the manned bomber threat. There is .
currently no known weapon defense against the ICBM and the F102 or any other air-
craft in the Armed Forces inventory has never been designed to combat the ICBM. Our

. current defense against ICBM is our offense, the ability fo retaliate against our
enemy should he attfack.

Are we necessary and do we waste the taxpayers money can be answered with wvery
few words. Hawali is a prime target area therefore its citizens and military instal-
lations must be defended in case of attack. The Hawaii Air National Guard maintains
a ful ly operational Fighter Group, Aircraft Control and Warning Squadrons, Mobile
Communications Squadron and all of the necessary allied supporting units at less than
60% of the cost that would be required by active Alr Force units. This saves millions
of tax dollars annually.

Why do we need less personnel than the active Air Force? Our day-tfo-day
technicians and pilots work and live here. Hawaii is their home. This means
continuous continuity and a very small turnover in people. These technicians and
pilots are augmented by the balance of our Hawaii Air National Guard force who are
fully qualified to do their job in time of need. It is this latter group of Guards-
men that are the prime reason for requiring less technicians and pilots thus creating
the savings to the taxpayer.

Obviously we cost the taxpayer money. There isn't any branch of government on
any level that doesn't cost the taxpayers money. We have shown that we are indeed
a necessary part of Hawaii and have also shown our «ability to provide that need at
the least possible cost to the taxpayer.

mission. ' We contribute millions of dollars annually in ferms of salaries, local
purchases, rents, mortage payments and yes, ‘our share of taxes. Our non-fechnician
guardsmen and pilots are required to be thoroughly schooled, at no cost to them, in
whatever field they are assigned - jet engine mechanic, automotive mechanic, radar
technician, supply specialist, radio operator, compufor programmer, and many more.

In every respect these skills can be applied tc jobs in a civilian capacity here in
Hawaii. Local businesses benefit by hiring these trained guardsmen and save countless
numbers of dollars that would otherwise be spent in ftraining. This savings can and
often is passed on to the taxpayer.
