May a Colanel se11 insu• 
rance to a Captain off base? May a member of the Air Force or a civi1ian employee accept a 
gift of tickets to an entertainment event from a contractor with the U.S . Goyernment? May a 
Staff Sergeant make a gift of nominal value to his Technical Sergeant supervdsor on the 
occasion of his super,visor 1 s marriage? Nay a member of the Air Fore use his tftle in 
i nd~~sing some c011111ercial 1>roduct for a fee? May an enlisted member· accept an off-duty job?

These are only a few of the many questions which may or , depending upon the ci rcumstances, 
should arise in the minds of Ai r Force personnel i n the conduct of their daily affairs both 
pri vate and offictal. The answers to these and numerous other questions concerning conduct 
may be found in Afr F-Orce Regulation 30-30, "Standards of Conduct," which i appl1cable to 
all Afr Force persqnnel, including all civil fan officers and employees {both of appropriated 
and nonappropriated fund activities) Bnd all active duty military personnel . It (lso conta · 
provisions concerhfng fonner officers of employees and reserve officers. All personnel are 
charged with knowledge of thi s regulation. Attachments to the regulation also digest va rfou 
l aws app 1 icab 1 e to active duty and retired personnel.. 

In general, Afr Force personnel are required to avoid conflict, or even the appearance ef 
conflict, between their offfci-al positions and their private activ~ties . . Prohibitdons on 
a wide range of other person~l co~uct are also included. Sepcffic subjects qealt with in 
the regulation include transact.ions -with present and fonner militar,1-and _;c1vilfan P-ersonnel . 
membership in nongovernmental organizations, conmercial soliciting by _active duty me,nbers 
of the Ai r Force, assignment of reserves for training, conduct prejudical to the Government 
bri bery and grafts, gifts or gratuities, contributions or presents tp superior.s, use of 
Government facilities, property and manpower, use of civil ian and military titles in connec­
t ion with co11111ercial enterprises, outside employment of Air Force personnel, gambling and 
lotteries and indebtedness. There are also provisions implementing various conflict of in­
terest laws and provisions dealing with special government employe~s, advisors ~nd consul­
tants and temporary or intermittent employees . Procedures for determining when Air Force 
personnel are required to submit the DD Form 1555_, 11Conffdential Statement of Employment and 
Fin-" "'cial Interest" and the manne.r of filing are set forth in detail. 

It is not possible to effectively surrmarize the numerous provisions in the regulation or 
statutes . Consequently, all personnel sheuld revi ew thi s regulation carefully. Additiona l 
clarification of the standards of conduct and conflict of interest prov~sions set forth in 
the regulation and related statutes, rules and regulations may be obtained from the Office 
of the Staff Judge Advocate, 15th Afr Base Wing .

Two proposed laws of special importance to National Guardsmen have recently been introdul~J 
to the 93rd Congress. • 

Sponsored by Senator James Allen of Alabama and Representative G.V, Hontgomer,r of Missi­
ssippi, both bills would authorize extension of Serviceman's Gro~p Life Insurance (SGLI) to 
reserve components, perrnfttfng Guardsmen and Reservists to buy this insuranc;e at the same 
rate charged the active serviceman; approximately $3 .00 permonth for $15,000 coverage. 

The proposed legislation ts seen as a start in providing the benefits that Department of 
Defense off1c1als feel are necessary to keep reserve Forces manned in a "no-draft" en­
vironment. 

Under the Total Force concept enunciated two years ago by Secretary of Defense Melvin Lafrd 
the National Guard and Reserve forces have assomed a much more important role in the Nat1ona1 
defense. Drastic cuts have been made in the Active forces. This new and more critical role 
has resulted in increased demands being place on the Reserve requiring that strength levels 
be maintained at an all time high . Hawaii Air Guardsmen are urged te write to the State's
