All Natimal c.llardsmen and 

Reservists under age 61 are eligible 
for~ to $20,000 of full time, low­
cost grrup life insurance. 

Effective May 24, President Nixon 
signed Public Law 93-289 which extended 
Servicemen's Grrup Life Insurance (SGLI) 
to QJa.rdsmen an a year-rrund basis. 
Those still participating in training 
assemblies nust attend at least 12 a 
year to qualify and those who have left 
the GJard with more than 20 years of 
service may be covered by SGLI until 
they begin to receive retirement 

•annuities at age 60. 
Participants may opt for less than 

$20,000 coverage, or decline the 
insurance altogether. The pfllliua is 

85 ceiits a nmth for each $"5 ,000 ·: 
coveragei or $3.40 a ~th for $20,000. 

Payroll deductions for costs are 
m:itanatic unless you decline participa­
tion or elect a reduced IIDCUlt in 
writing. No mooies have been deducted 
as to date, but each guardsman coold 
be minus $10.20 for the August 1974 
paycheck autanatically deducted. •

To bring everyone up to date on the 

conversion of our aircraft to F-4Cs to 
arrive in spring, 1976: 

· There has been considerable planning 
and :work on facilities by the Civil 
Engineers, aiming toward a date one year 
and nine months away. There have been 
Nation·a1 Guard Bureau people to help plan 
for the coming of the F-4s, with au~n­
tees and pilots to arrive before and 
just following the delivery of the aircraft . 

Our pilots will train on the Mainland, 
and an F-4C will arrive sooner as a train­
ing aid for our mai ntenance people. 

Our single biggest need right now is 
for the WS0-Weapons SystelllS Officer, 
to fly the back seat of the F-4C. There 
. are a handful in Hawaii with experience, 
so the majority will have to be trained 
from scratch. Capt . Melvin Matsui. former 
POW. is a prospective wiember of the Ai r 
Guard, having flown as a WS0 in Southeast 
Asia.
