SR-71: AIR fORCE 'S MOST SOPHISTICATED 
OPERATIONAL AIRCRAFT. 

WASHINGTON (AFNS-} - The SR-71. which 
set an unofficial s~eed record for a tran­
satlantic flight between New York and 
London,, Sept. 1 , is the Air Force's most 
sophisticated operational aircraft. It 
is capable of pre- and post-attack 
strategic reconnaissance, surveying more 
than 100.000 miles of the Earth's 
surface an hour. Manufactured by 
Lockheed Aircraft Corp., it entered 
the Air Force inventory in 1966. 

The record-setting SR-71 crossed 
the Atlantic in one. hoL1r, 56 minutes. 
Average groun dspeed for the 3,490 
statute m11es was more than 1,800 
miles per hour. 

The Federation Aeronautique 
Internationale (FAI}. the accrediting 
orginization for all aviation records, 
has been asked to certify the new record. 
Current FAT record for this Atlantic 
crossing was set in 1969 by a British 
Royal Navy F-4K fighter at 4 hours, 
46 minutes (723 mph average ground 
speed). The SR-71 shaved nearly 
three hours off that time. 

Maj. James V. Sullivan, 37, Wheler 
Mont., pilot, and Maj. Noel F. Widdi­
field ., 33. Anderson, Ind., re:­
,connaissance systems officer, comprised 
the two-man crew which made the historic 
flight. Both are assigned to the 
Strategic Air Command's 9th Strategic 
Reconnaissance Wing at Beale AFB. 
Calif., where the SR-71 is based. 

The nonstop flight, which 
IJegan at Beale AFB, was the first 
segment of a routine overseas training 
mission for the SR-71 crew. The crew 
began the re-cord New Yottk to London 
run frmm the New York "gate" at a.n 
altitude above 80,000 feet and at 
supersonic speeds of more than 2,000 
mph. (.Mach 3+) . 

After crossing the London "gate•, 
the aircraft landed at Farnbouough, England. 
The record-breaking flight was assisted 
with aerial refuelings from KC-135 jet 
t.nk:ers.
