DRESS- 1\W AP!'!tdl:Affe! AWtdt!lfflS~ H0CIWl 

Commander HANG has initiated the program to improve dress and appearance 
in the HANG. The name of this pi:-ograJJI is· Dress and Appearance Awareness 
Program. Authority for the progra,n is HIAN~/CS letter, dated 14 Jul 75, 
subject as abo~e . 

The objectives of the program are to insure that dress standards are clearly 
understood and followed . Key points are Education and Enforcement. All Group 
members must work toward accomplishing the objectives on a regular and con­
tinuing basis and .to take prompt and corrective measures without delay . 1f 
e-,e-rye-ae- atct ht& !!!!• our dress. and appearance should Improve immeasurably . 

Conformance to the standards is directly related to g~od order, discipline 
and the accomplishment of our mission , 

Listed below are some common violations of the Dress and Aypearance Standards 
(References to AFR 35-10): 

1. Name Tags. Must be ultra:mai:ine blue plastic material, white, block 
style letters (Figure 6-34) . 

Men - -Centered immediately above right breast pocket (Rule 3, Table 
'"H). 

'Women - Aligned so that the bottom of the name tag is even with the 
bottoms of the ribbons (Rule 3 1 Table 6-5) . 

REMARKS: Metal name .tags such as those sold in BX concesa.ions in 
Thailand are not authorized. 

2. Jacket,. Lightweight, Blue. 

~ . - When worn will be zipped at least halfway. (Line 36, Table 3,,-1). 

Women - May be woni zipped or unzipped (para. 4-6L). 

REMARKS: The most common violation is for men to wear the jaclc.et 
unzipped. 

3. Items worn or carried on unifo?'m. 

~ - Articles such as wallets, pencils~ p-ens. watch chains., fobs, 
pine, jewelry, handkerchiefs. combs, cigars, cigarettes, pipes, and 
sunglass cases will not be wom, exposed, or carried exposed on the 
uniform (para 1-l2b (1)) except as authorized for the work utility 
uniform. 

Women - Pencils, pens. handkerchiefs, and jewelry will not be worn 
or carried exposed on the uniform (para. 1 .. 1Jb(l)). 
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4. Trousers . 

When standing, bott0111 of trousers will barely rest on front of shoe 
without break in the creases (Lines 3,4,5,6, Table 3-1). 

REMARKS: "High Water" trousers are a common violation usually 
caused by weight gain since they were initially fitted. 

5 . Skirts . 

Skirts will normally be worn between the top of the knee and the 
bottom of the knee or not more than 2 inches above -tbe knee. They 
will bang freely and not be excessively tight (para, l-13b(l)). 

REMARKS: Skirts which do not conform to these standards detract 
f~m the desired military image. 

6. Hair. 

Men - Must be clean, present a tapered appearance and be arranged iri 
'aii""orderly manner (para l -12b(2), Table 1-1, Attachment 1). 

Women - Must be clean, neatly arranged and styled to present an attrac­
tive appearance (para. l-13b(2)) . 

REMARKS: Each member has the ri,ght within establisned parameters, 
to express indiv:iduality through appearance. However, the image 
of a disciplined serviceman/servicewoman, who can be relied upon 
to do their job when called, requires sufficient standardization 
and uniformity to exclude the ~treme, the unusual and the fad, 

7. Footwear . 

Unusual footwear such as cowboy boots, s;mdals. moccasins, and fancy 
shoes with extra thick soles or decorated welts are prohibited, Dress 
boots 1nust be ankle fitting, t'UlY have ~ipper or elastic inserts, 111ay 
not have straps or buckles; low-quarter shoes are not to exceed ankle 
hieght, must be laced, with plain or capped toe (Line 28, Table 3-3). 

REMARKS: The commonly accepted version of the ''Wellington Boot" 
is not ankle fitting, and is therefore not acceptable, The ankle 
fitting requirement is to prevent trousers from hanging up on the 
boot tops . 

8. Belt, Belt Buckle. 

The end of the belt will not extend beyond the 1/2" metal tip from the 
buckle (Line 13, Table 3-1) . Belt buckles must be maintained in proper 
luster and condition (Para. l-12b(l)). 

REMARKS: The most common discrepancies are to leave the belt too 
long and not replace belt buckles when they become scratched or 
lose original luster. 



9. Headgear. 

Men - Headgear will be worn outdoors at all times except when in 
work areas- which have been designated as no hat areas . 

Women - Headcovering must be worn outdoors with all service uniform 
combinations except outdoor social functions (Note 2. Table· 4-2 and 
para , 4-7a). Readcoverings are optional when wearing the flight/ 
field and exercise uniforms (para. 4-8) . Hats are mandatory when 
wearing the male fatigue uniform (CINCPACAF/DPSP message AIG 7294 
200215Z Nov 74, Subject: Utility (fatigue) Clothing for Women. 
This message quoted CSAF/DPW ALMA.JC0M message 202074, same subject . 

10. Mixing of Uniform Items . 

Installation CoDD.anders prescribe wear of certain utility uniform 
items such as the US Navy Watch Caps and baseball caps . Items such 
as these are not authorized for wear witb service uniform combinations 
(para. 3-1 and 3-8) . 

REMARKS: Table 3-1 pertains to service uniform combinations 
contained in Fi gure 3-1, and Table 3-7 pertains ·to the utility 
uniform.
