RELEASE OF INFORMATION FROM
ATR FORCE MILTTARY PERSONNEL

The release of personal information
from Air Force military personnel re-
cords to nongovermmental agencies
without the written consent of the

)

individual concerned is considered
to be an unwarranted invasion of
personal privacy. The Air Force
military personnel records system
(APDS), the microform/microfiche
system, and the products of these
systems, i.€., listings and docu-
ments pertaining to a single per-
son or group of persons which id-
entify individuals by name and a
data element. To keep the infor-
mation maintained in our records
systems from general circulation
and afford it handling safeguards,
it is considered "FOR OFFICIAL USE
ONLY" (FOUO) documentation even
though it is not necessary to mark
it FOUD in all cases (paragraphs 1
and 3, AFR 12-31), Any written/
printed material of a personal or
sensitive nature based on data from
any records system must be evaluated
and marked FOUO, when appropriste.
After FOUO material has served the
purpose for which created, it camn
be discarded without first destroy-
ing the record content (paragraph
12, AFR 12-31, and paragraph 4-10,
ARM 12-50). The proper procedures
for releasing information from, or
providing access to, personnel re-
cords systems are outlined in AFR
31-6. Records Custodians must exer-
cise extreme caution in handling
compilations of names, in typed or
computer printed format, to prevent
the information contained therein
from release to unauthorized activ-
ities, thereby subjecting individuals
to invasion of personal privacy, such
as commercial solicitations.

RELEASE OF BASE TELEPHONE
~ DIRECIORIES

The following policy which was cited
in a memorandum from the office of
the general counsel, DOD, dated
May 75, is quoted in part for your
information and necessary action.

In order to make base telephone dir-
ectories as comparable as possible
with commercial telephone director-
ies, it is important that base per-
‘sonnel be given the opportunity to
elect deletion of their home address
and home telephone number from the
book, as non-listing in an option
available through commercial tele-
phone companies. In bringing this
matter to the attention of base
personnel it should be mede clear
that failure on their part to exer-
cise their right to delete their
home address and telephone number
constitutes a waiver of their right
of privacy. Waiver of the right of
privacy is recognized as an execp-
tion to the general prohibition
against release of names and home
addresses of military personnel.

fecitent Theitent Reperting

For the month of August, HANG has ex-
perienced two (2) reportable accidents
and four (4) incidents. One of the
reportable accidents was not reported
to the Site Safety office MEE ser-
1ously hampers our communication net-
work. We have had several instances
of a similar nature which unit comman-
ders should be aware of: a mishap will
occur which could be classified as a
minor injury (Individuals are prone
toreport these mishaps until compli-
cations occur), If it is a muscle or
strain or sprain, a day or two elapses
before the soreness, tendemess or
swelling becomes evident. The indi-
vidual then reports the injury and if
he elects to remain away from his job,
the "non-reported" incident becomes a
reportable accident. The accident re-
porting procedures as defined in HANG
Supplement 1 to ANGR 127-13 mandates

the Supervisor's responsibility to
report accidents and incidents to
the site safety office. However,
per-empting this requirement is the
concern for the well being of the
individuals being supervised. We
have had numerous cases of muscle
strains and sprains which have not
had expedftious first aid treatment.
What appears as a minor injury can
easily be aggravated into a painful
experience depending on the indivi-
dual's health level, degree of act-
ivity and age. The high risk factor
in supervising personnel is the ass-
umption of responsibility for the
lives of others. Supervisors must
explicitly inform their subordinates
that they are interested and concem-
ed of any injury sustained on or off
the job that may affect the individ-
ual's performance. Supervisors, in
turn, should inform their commanders
of injuries sustained by subordinates
and disposition thereof. One of the
necessary ingredients of any viable
safety program is command concemm.
Implementing this concern can be
achieved in several ways. Foremost
is the "'personal touch"..when the
commander personally shows concern for
the individual's well being and for
accident/incident investigation re-
sults. In every case of an incident
or accident, management has failed by
omission or commission.

PantsuTt Approved

A pantsuit has been approved as an op-
tional duty uniform for Air Force wo-
men (line and medical officers and en-
listed women). This is not to be worn
in lieu of the optional flight uniform
although the double knit flight slacks
may be worn in cold weather if authori-
zed by the installation commander. It
consists of coat, slacks, and modified
overblouse (same style as present but
longer). The pantsuit was approved in
5 fabrics: shade 1549 polyester wool
tropical, polyester wool serge, poly-
asta~ wngl gabardine, polyester wool




doublie knit, and shade 1578 100 per
rent polyester texturized serge.
The slacks and cverblouse were ap-
proved for year-round wear. The
criteria for wear will be the same
as uniform combinationa A and B.
Outer garments authorized are the
overcoat, raincoat/topcoat, light-
weight blue jacket (blouse may not
extend below jacket), rainscarf

and windscarf. The service hat or
beret will be worn. Black boots,
oxfords, loafers or plain pumps not
to exceed a heel height of 1 1/2 in-
ches may be worn. Hose of a neutral
shade which compiements the uniform
or a bright navy blue may be womn.
Individuals shouid be cautious about
purchasing the pantsuit from commer-
cial sources unless it contains the
certification iabel required by ARMM
35-10, paragraph 1-4e.

AFR 205-57 REPORTING: A MATTER OF TIMELINESS

In today's turbulent, often viclent, world, USAF personnel and
facilities face continuing security threats of the various types out=-
lined in AFR 205~-57, "Reporting and Investigating Espionage, Sabotage,
Terrorism, and Subversion." Countering these threats requires con-
stant vigilance by all USAF personnel. The value of such vigilance
lies primarily in insuring that the information obtained as a result
is reported to proper anthority in a timely fashion.

Recently a [ISAF member, assigned to munitions maintenance duties,
received a series of anonymous calls. The calls threatened the theft
of USAF weapons and, implicitly, harm to USAF personnel. There was a
further implication the caller had knowledge of classified information.
Initially dismissina the calls as those of a "crank," the USAF member
delayed reporting the information for more than two weeks; then he
received another threatening call. The information was then reported
in accordance with the provisions of AFR 205-57. The point to be made
from this example is that USAF personnel who receive information re-
portable under AFR 205-57 are not regquired to, nor should they, attempt
to assess the credibility of such information. Their sole responsi=-
bility is to report the information immediately to proper authority.

All USAF commanders have the responsibility for conducting a se-
curity training program for personnel under their command, to include
familiarization with the provisions of AFR 205-57. To that end, an
annual briefing reguirement for assigned personnel has been established
Commanders, most importantly in areas of high security nature, must
also establish programs to insure that all newly-assigned personnel are
aware of the regulation's reporting requirements. (TIG Brief 11, 1975)

TRIANNUAL SURVEY RESULTS ON AFR 205-57

Results of the November 1974 Triannual Survey of approximately
22,370 USAF officers and enlisted members reflected both encouraging
and disappointing statistics regarding AFR 205-57, "Reporting and
Investigating Espionage, Sabotage, Terrorism and Subversion." Twelve
percent of the respondents indicated they had never received a briefing
on the regulation, and 15 percent noted they had not attended a brief-
ing in more than 13 months. Although AFOSI has a continuing offer to
conduct these briefings, only 13 percent of the USAF members stated
that AFOSI had presented their last AFR 205-57 briefing.

While 91 percent were able to recognize at least one type of situ-
ation which required reporting under the purview of the regulation
from a list of possible encounters, only 14 percent identified the
correct number. Eighty-one pexrcent correctly chose the action to be
taken following a request for information about a classified project
from a friend, and 83 percent knew to whom a contact which was respon-
sive to AFR 205-57 should be reported.




Air Force Requlation 205-57 represents the backbone of the internal
security program of the USAF. For it to be completely effective, all
USAF members and employees should receive a briefing when they enter or
begin working for the USAF, followed by annual briefings thereafter, as
required by the regulation. Furthermore, each individual should be fully
cognizant of the responsibilities and requirements of AFR 205-57.

To assist commanders, AFOSI has highly-trained, experienced personnel
available to present the briefings. Additionally, a recently released
USAF film, SFP 2257, "New Approaches in Espionage," was produced to
explain AFR 205-57. The use of an AFOSI agent in conjunction with the
film is recommended to commanders for accomplishing the briefing require-
ments of AFR 205-57.

The results of the survey indicate that a large percentage of USAF
personnel are knowledgeable of the regqulation; however, a significant
percentage of those queried apparently have not received and/or compre-
hended sufficient information about AFR 205-57. (TIB Brief 11, 1975)

EXTENSIONS/REENLISTMENTS IN THE ATR NATIONAL GUARD

Over the past three years the number of personnel who have extended/
reenlisted for a one year period has increased to the point whereby
it is anticipated that 33000 Guardsmen will ETS during FY 76. Should
a mobilization occur during this period, approximately half of those
individuals on one year's extension/enlistment would not be available
for recall due to the provisions of DOD Directive 1235-10. Therefore,
effective 1 November 1975 NGB discontinues the authority for one vear
extensions/reenlistments. A three year period is the minimum author-
ized for extensions/reenlistments. (NGB/DPMA message, 0319042 Oct 75)
