Dress and Personal Appearance of
Rir Force Personmel

A recent expression of concern over

non-compliance with standards of
grooming and uniform wear has come
from the Vice Commander, Tactical




Air Command. Lieutenant General Hails
noted that his overall impression, gain-
ed during visits to the field, is that
the Air Guard is an outstanding organiz-
ation; however, this favorable impress-
ion was marred by the poor appearance of
some persons. Instances of improper
hairstyles (including moustaches) and
1mpr3per wearing of the uniform were
cited.

We share in the concern expressed.
Unfortunately, that experience is not
an isolated occurrence, The abuse of
grooming standards is noted with dis-
turbing frequency in inspection re-
ports by TAC and other gaining comm-
ands. It is clear that it is a com-
plex issue which obviously is accen-
tuated by the civilian-military re-
lationship of our personnel. Never-
theless, it is incumbent upon each
commander to identify the character-
istics of the issue in his unit and
insure enforcement of the rules fair-
ly and without differentiation among
grages or positions.

Concern over lack of attention to
grooming and uniform standards often
is turned aside on grounds that a
person's competence is not measured
by the length of his hair. No one °
will argue that a member of the mil-
itary is more or less capable because
of his hairstyle. What we do accept
in the Air National Guard is that lo-
yalty and discipline are fundamental
to the successful accomplishment of
our mission(s). When a member of the
Guard takes the oath of office there
is an explicit commitment to abide by
orders issued by competent authority
and administered without caprice.

MISHAP TNVOLVING MISt
UWNED” AMMONTTTON

The following is a summary of an acc-
ident experienced by another command.
On 14 August 1975, two airman manu-
factured a homemade cannon from two
lengths of 3/4 inch pipe, a 3/4 inch

90 degree elbow, and 2 3/4 inch
end cap. Powder and shot were
obtained from 25 each 12 gauge
shotgun shells which had been
cut open. Approximately 2-3
teaspoons of powder were pour-
ed down the barrel and tamped.

A tissue wad was tamped in
place. Finally 2-3 teaspoons
of number B lead shot were
poured down the barrel and
tamped. One airman held the
handle of the makeshift cannon
while the other lit a match and
touched it to the ignition port.
The cannon exploded. A piece
of shrapnel entered the left arm
of the individual who was hold-
ing the cannon and severed the
biceps muscle, the main artery,
and the main nerve. The second
individual was unhurt. Both
personnel had manufactured sim-
ilar devices in the past with no
serious consequences. Based

on their previous successes, v.é
airmen dismissed any possibility
of an explosion.

ACSC NONRESIDENT SEMINAR COURSE AND
= PROGRAW COMPLETION

The Air Command and Staff College
(ACSC) Nenresident Seminar Program be-
gan over five years ago, and since
that time more than 8,500 officers
have participated in the program. To
keep the program current and relevant
to the changing military enviroment,
both course and program completion
time 1imits have been established.
This policy is outlined in the Sept-
ember 1974 General Information and
Policy Guidance booklet issued to

all students.

Effective 1 January 1976, this offi-
cial time 1imit policy for course
and program completion will be im-
plemented. Specific time Timits are
as follows:

Failure to complete the attendance
and writing assignment requirements
for a course within twe years of the
enroliment date results in loss of
credit for that course.

Failure to complete the entire ACSC
Nonresident Seminar Program within
five years of the initial enrollment
date results in loss of credit for
any completed course which was begun
more than five years prior.

Professiona'! military education (PME)
is extremely important to the career
progression of Air Force officers.

REMINDER OUN EX. HANGE PRVICEGES

Dependents, other than spouses,

~are not authorized into the ex-

changes via the form identific-
ation letter issued for inactive
duty training. However, the Haw-
aii exchange personnel at the lo-
cal level are attempting to con-
tinue to allow dependents besides
spouses into the exchanges as pre-
viously done.

A1l unit personnel should be in-
formed of the above and the pos-
sibility that dependents other
than spouses may not be allowed
into the exchanges. Everyone's
understanding of this is needed
to avoid undue embarrassment.

On the other hand, please do not
confuse inactive duty for train-
ing exchange privileges with act-
ive duty for training exchange
privileges. When on active duty
for training orders, all depend-
ents are authorized exchange pri-
vileges.
