To assure that the American people are fully informed about ia.at.te.rs ot. 
National Defense, the Department of Defense will conduct its acti vitfll.ea·· in 
an open manner, consistent always with che n- ed for security and p-ex:sonnel 
safety, It has bee.n said that ours is a n at ion which is guided and directed 
by the people, and that given access to information they will find their way 
to right decisions. From this it fol l ows that government will serve us well 
only if the citizens are well informed . In accordance with the Free.doa of 
Information Act, unclassi£ied information, other than that specifically 
exempted by the Act, is to be readi ly accessible to che Public. As a mem­
ber of Congress, I was an advocate of the freedom of information act. A8 
Secretary of Defense, I reaffirm ey commitment co its iti.C!en.t:. The fo~lowi.ng 
principles apply: 

1. The Department's first concern must be the security of th.$ Uni~eil 
States and the safety of the men and women of the armed forces. In:fol'lll~ 
tion which would ad<v&rsely affect the Nation's security or endanger mj.li­
tary personnel should not be disclosed. 

2 . No inform.ation is co be class! f l ed solely because disclosure might . 
rasult in criticism of the Departmen.t . To a-void abuses, the declassi­
fication and classificatil.on criteria set forth in Department Directive 
5200 . lR will be strictly observed.

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3, The provisions of the Freedom of Information Act (5 USC 552). 
as amended, are to be supported in both letter and spir~t. 

4 . The Department has a responsibility to make available accurate 
and timely information about plans, budgets, and activities so that the 
public, the press and the Congress may assess and understand proposals 
and programs. In our increasingly interdependent world, it is even t00re 
important that the elements of national security and defense strategy be 
available to and understood by the public. Successful recruitment and 
retention of the active and reserve all-volunteer force also requires 
that there be information available as to the Department's goals and 
objec tives . Therefore, when interested citizens request defense infor­
mati on and/or speakers, every reasonable effort should be made to be 
responsive. 

5. The Department~s responsibility to provide the public with accu­
rate, timely information on its major programs will require, in some 
instances, detailed public information planning and coordination within 
the Department and with other government agencies. The sole purpose of 
such planning and coordination is to expedite the flow of information to 
the public. 

Each addres~.ee will review all pertinent policies and public information 
plans to insure prompt and complete compliance with these principles. 
Practices which do not meet the foregoing criteria will be revised or 
rescinded .

PUBLIC AFFAIRS BACKGROUND ON AIR FORCE FLYING SAFETY 

Thsre continues to be considerable news media interest and conce rn regarding 
reported aircraf t near !Dl.Sses, milita:y intercept t raining and the crowded 
national ai rspoce vn.th its resulting control problems . 

The United States Air Force is totally commi t t ed to the safety of flight. 
Fly ing is its mi.ssion and is is a disciplined force wi th high s tandards 
fer operations and traini ng . 

The Air Force is only one of the users of our national airspa ce and it re­
spects the rights and needs of all users -- commercial, pr i vate and mili­
tary . It is fully supporti ve of al l means and me asures to i nsure a safe 
flying environment in this limited res ource . 

Al l normal Air For ce flight operations are scheduled under federal avia­
tion regulations in addition to more restrictive Air Force directives. 

Fll.ght s tandards are enforced. All i ndications a r allegations of devia­
tions from fly ing regulat ions are quickly and thoroughly i nvestigat ed. 
Suspected violators are promptly grounded and subject to more severe di s­
ciplinary action if j ustified, 

All accidents involving Air Force aircraft are extensively investigat ed 
by the Air Force Those military accidents involving civil agencies or 
operatots are also inves tigated by the National Transportation Safety 
Board. 

Because of its s tringent t raini ng , strict compliance to service and FAA 
regulations. and complete investigation of all accidents, the excellent 
Air Force flight safety record cont i nues to i mprove . In the past fifteen 
years the Air Force accident rat e has been more than halved and the num­
ber of accidents has been cut by more than 75 percent . 

One allegat ion whi ch con t inues t o be raised is that military pilots con­
duct mock i ntercepts against commercial and private aircraft -- so- called 
"targets of opportunity" Air Force policies s trictly prohibit such acti-
vity . Recent allegations regarding mock i ntercepts have been investi gated .,,,-c.' 

and proven unfoun ded, -< 

All U.S . Air Force air-to-air engagements are conducted within 9peciftc 
guidelines published by the FAA and Air Force . These missions are 
t horoughl y planne<l, coo rdinate<l an<l briefed prior to flight to all par­
ticipants includi ng both ai rcrew and gro und controlling agency personnel . 

The Al.r Force has clearly demonstrated its interest in aviation safety 
and its i ntention t o operate within the federal air traffic system. 
Instrument flight rule operations , which provide controlled separation 
between aircraft, are used to the maximum extent possible , Close contact 
and coordination is maintained daily with the Federal Aviation Adm.1,nistra­
tion at the nati onal , regional and local levels . For example, t he Air 
Force officers assigned directly to FAA offices throughout t'he country. 

Along with che othe r airspace users and the FAA, the United States Air 
Force wil l conti nue to s t rive co make t he air an even safer environment 
fer all .
