PRESIDENT FORD SIGNS RESERVES CALL~UP BILL INTO LAW

On May 14, President Ford signed into law a bill permitting quicker call-
up of military reserves to active duty for a limited time.

The new law would permit the activation of 50,000 reservists and National
Guardsmen for up to 90 days without the declaration of a national emergen-—
cy or war. DNefense officials said this law will help establish the cred-
ibility of reserve components and ease their integration into the defense
structure.

Citing the "Awesome speed and technology of modern warfare," President

Ford told persons at an Armed Forces Day dinnmer: "I signed into law a bill
making cur National Guard and Reserve units an even more significant part
of our total force."

"Until today it took a national emergency or an act of Congress to put the
Reserves into action," he said. "Under this new law, the President will be
able to mobilize up to 50,000 of the selected Reserve for up to 90 days."



In the past, the reserve program has been hampered by a lack of modern
equipment and the reluctance on the part of the active duty force to
assign realistic, meaningful missions to the same reserve organizations.
This reluctance stemmed from a concern that scarce equipment and important
missions should not be allocated to units whose availability in time of
crisis depended upon either a congressional declaration of war or a pres-
idential declaration of national emergency.

This legislation provides a fast method of activating reservists for op-
erational missions,

CREDIT UNION FOR GUARD

Effective March 24, 1976, all drill status guardsmen on Oahu were added to
the field of membership of the Hickam Air Force Base Federal Credit Union
and became eligible to participate in the various programs offered by it.
Drill status members will be entitled to the same benefits and privileges
offered to those already enrolled. They will be able to borrow, on signa-
ture only, up to $2,500 or four times their net take home pay, whichever is
smaller, Fact sheets describing other benefits will be distributed soon.

Hickam Military Clothing Sales Store

On 1 June 1976, the Army and Air Force Exchange Systems (AAFES) took over
the operation of the Military Clothing Sales Store in Bldg T-1043.

The operating hours of the store are Monday - Friday: 1000 to 1800 and on
Saturday: 0930 to 1700.

The store's merchandise is of two types: Those of the Defense Personnel
Support Center (DPSC) and AAFES commercial items.

In our issuance/purchase of airmen clothing, we are authorized only the
Defense Personnel Support Center items. These items are coded via yellow
tags in the store,

Note that the store will not honor any purchase of AAFES items on cur AF
Form 656.

Certain gratis alteration services are available to airmen only.
