LISTENING IS PART OF COMMUNICATING 

"be Air Force has continually 
emp~asized the importance of quality 
wr i tten and oral communications. 
Since listening is an important part 
pf the communicative process, it is 
fitting to offer some important checkpoints 
to improve your listening ability: 

Concentrate on the subject-not the 
person speaking. That is, do not try to 
evaluate the person or the motivations 
behind the subject. Hear the subject 
without prejudice; temporarily tune out 
your own ideas. 

Listen to the entire conversation. 
A person can think four to five t~mes 
faster than a person speaks. Thus, Qe 
often think ahead of the speaker. trying 
to solve the problem ~ithout all the 
fact~. 

Give the speaker your complete 
attention. Lack of eye contact, 
negative expres sions , excessive 
note- taking all detract fr om the 
communicatio~ process. 

Listen to understand. Even if 
the ideas are novel or perhaps 
unclearly presented, try Lo 
grasp the essential points . Despitec 
some faults in presentation, the 
concepts of the speaker may be 
very valuable. Keep your feelings 
positive . 

We all aepenn on conllllunicatioa 
to j accomplish our jobs. To be 
truly effective, we cannot neglect 
a vital portion of the process. 
Being a good listener requires effort, 
but the rewards are worth the cost
