
DRILL AND CEREMONIES ------ ----------. 

Air Force Manual 50-14., ' 'Drill and Ceremonies," has been revised and 
is available t hrough publications d istribution channels . (See Publishing 
Bulletin 21 , dated 4 November 1977.) The following highlights some of 
the numerous chcmges included in the revis•ed edition of the manual: 

► Changes are made in t he procedures for open ranks and other 
movements used in military troop formations. 

► Distances between units In parades and reviews have been 
standarcjized. 

► The term " squad" .is no longer applicable to Air Force troop forma­
tions. The term "element" has been redefined and will be used in lieu of 
squad. 

► Enlisted women performing duty as color guard s may t'.,e armed with 
rifles or revolvers. Color guards, male and female , w.ill not be issued am­
munition in certain ceremonies .. 

► New guidance has been added on the prevention of fainting by per­
sons participating in ceremonies . Troop commanders and others respon­
sible f or the conduct of military ceremonies, such as Honor Guard func­
tions, parades , and change of command ceremonies, should become 
familiar with this guidance. 

► During flag ceremonies, the previous guidance supporting an old 
custom for the senior military person in a military vehjcle to dlsmou-nt and 
salute the flag when the National Anthem or To The Colors Is played, has 
been discontinued. Now, the same guidance applies to personnel in both 
military and civilian "ehicles: all persons remain in the vehicie seated at 
attention when the National Anthem or To The Colors is played. 

► New guidance•, coordinated with the other Services, has been for­
mulated op the Pledge of Allegianee to the Flag. The Pledge of Al-. 
legiance shall not be recited in military formations and ceremonies. TherP 
are specific provisions where the Pledge of Alleg iance may or may no· 
be recited at protocol functions, and social and sporting events. 

Added emphasis is being placed on customs, courtesies, and tradi­
t ions of the Service. AFM 50--14 is the primary source for much of the 
guidance involved, and all concerned should become famifiar wltn the 
Drill ·and Ceremonies manual. (Mr Moy, HQ USAF/DPPTB, AUTOVON

SELFRIDGE ANG UNIT TO GET F-4C AIRCRAFT 

The 191st Fighter Interceptor Group, Selfridge Air National Guard Base, Mich., 

will convert from the F-106 Delta Dart interceptor to th~ F-4C Phantom fighter next 

spring. The conversion will allow the F-106s to be redistributed to other units to 

increase the overall aerospace defense capability. This will result in a Joss oi eight 

military personnel authorizations and 25 full-time Air Reserve technicians. Ihe 

change is a continuation of the modernization of the Air Reserve Forces announced 

earlier this year.

Order only what you 
need, use your supp lies and materials 
wisely, do not waste them, p rotec t at 
al l t imes property which is in your 
custody, do not ever put Government 
material to p ersonal use . 

Do you practice supply disc ipline? 

Look at your own desk. How man) 
tablets, pencils, pens , etc., do yOl 
have stored? The Base Service 
Store is the plac.e these items an 
stored to be available for use w _her 
someone ·needs. them . People whc 
col lect and store items just becausf 
they see them available and thin~ 
they may need them some day are 
denying their use to someone whc 
may need the item today. to do the1 
job. 

Practice supply discipline . don' 
stockpile supplies . Let the Bas , 
Service Store hold them fa 
everyone's use. In other words , trea 
your supplies, materials, vehic les 
and tools just like you paid for then 
out of your pocket. After all, the~ 
items were bought out of your tax 
payer dollars.
