The U.S. Air Force will continue modernizing its Air Reserve Forces
through the Fiscal Year 1979.

Several units of the Air National Guard, currently equipped with
aging C-130A, F-100, and RF-101 Aircraft, are programmed for con-
version to the more modern C-130H, A-7D, A-10, F-4/RF-4 and F-105G

?ircra;:, One ANG unit will increase its F-4 Aircraft strength from
8 to 24.

An Air Force Reserve unit flying EC-121 airborne early warning air-
craft will convert to the F-4C Tactical Fighter. An active USAF unit
that also flies the AFRES units EC-121S will be deactivated.

The proposed conversions will mark the retirement of the last F-100S
and EC-121S from the total Air Force Inventory.

Each action proposed is contingent upon the succesful completion of
the enviornmental evaluation process.

ANG unit conversions have bee approved by the governors of the
states concerned.

NONCRITICAL HAZARD - GERICO INFANT BACK CARRIfR, MODEL 0-#%

HONOLULU -- The Hawaii Area Exchange has anncunce that a noncritical
hazardhas been identified with the Gerico Infant Back Carrier, Model
0-48, which is sold by the Exchange. A problem is presented by a
spring wire clip which holds the shoulder straps centered under the
top of the aluminum frame.

Gerico Inc., manufacturer of the carrier, has determined that this
clip is not required for stability and will no longer produce the
carrier with a wire clip.

As a precautionary measure, the Hawaii Area Exchange advises custo-
mers who have purchased the Geric Infant Back Carrier, Model 0-48,
to remove the wire clip to preclude the remote possibility of in-
Jury. The removal of the wire c¢1ip will not affect the service-
ability.
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BAGGER/CARRYOUT PAY TO BEGIN

Baggers and carryout helpers in commissaries in the continental
United States, Alaska, Hawaii and Guam will become ncnappropriated employees
July 30, Air Force Cowmissary Service officials announced. Under the
new system, they will receive wages funded through a 2 per cent user's
fee charged customers at the cash register. Tipping will be discouraged.
The change became necessary because of a Civil Service Commission and
a Justice Department determination that baggers and carryout workers
are entitled to protection under the provisions of the Fair Labor Standards
