“The first Enlisted Selective Retention Beard for the Hawaii Air
Nericonal Cuard will be convened during November 1979. The require-
ment for the establisliment and authority of the bhosrd is governed "
by ANGR 39-06, dated 1 August 1978 and HANG Supplement 1, dated
27 July 1979.

The hoard will be considering noncommissioned officers with ETS
hetween he perdod of 1 May 1980 through 30 April 1481 and who will
fall within the following grade and length of service criteiia hased
on. theldy ETS:

(1) Chief master sergeants with over 30 years satisfactory
service.

(2) Senior master sergeants with over 28 years satisfactory
service.

(3) Master sergeants with over 26 years satisfactory service.

(4) Technical sergeants with over 23 years satisfacrory

service.
(5) Staff sergrants and below with over 20 years satisfactory
service.

Individuzls whose ETS falls within the period cited above will be
considared by the board for retention and will be notified in writing
by their unit commanders at least 60 calendar days prior te the
cenvening of the board. Individuals will be afforded the opportunity
tc submit 2 letter to the board on any matter of record they feel
inpertant for the board to review, The letter must be received by the
bozré ne later than 20 czlendar dzys before the meeting of the board.

The Enlisted Selective Retention Board will consist of at least
three voting members who are officers or NCOs senior to those being
considered, with at least one member being a field grade officer. The
board will consider the following in their evaluation:

(a) Pest reccrd of interest and dedication for milirary activities.

(b) The availabiliry of the individual for wilitary activities.

(c) Deronsirated performance.

{d) Ot:-r factors bearing on maintaining a viable combat ready
unis in futire years,

Individuals recommended for and not recommended for selective
retention by the board will be notified in writing by their unit
copmanders. Those not recommended for retention may submit am appeal
to the Adjutant General within the time period specified in ANGR 39-06.

Tne ariective of the enlisted selective retention program is to
provice for a healthy, viable, and combat ready force with reasonable
opperiunity for development and grade progression of the enlisted force.

SAFETY <

"Not me, that's safety's job." "No way
that's a fire write up and you're Took-
ing for safety problems---1 don't buy
that." "But the fire departient was
just through here last month end they
said that everything was OK."

If these are some of the answers
that you hear when performing AFOSHrin-
spections, tnen the supervisors and the
workers in your unit are misinformed
about who is responsible for occupation
safety and health programs. Certainly
the fire department may have been in
your facility just last month, but the
hazards can occur within minutes and
they cannot wait another month to be
corrected. i matier who's conducting
an inspection or what type of inspection
it is, once a hazard is observed, it is
the inherent responsibility of the com-
mander, manager or supervisor in charge
of the operation to initiate action to
abate the unsafe or unhealthful condit-
ion. They must also take interim pro-
cedures to eliminate the hazard until
it is permanently corrected. Just cal-
1ing a work order into the civil engi-
neers does not relieve you from the
responsibility o° providing a safe en-
vironment. Tne idea that Safety, Fire
Department and Environmental Health
conduct all the inspections anc only in
their respective areas is a thing of
the past. Each agency interrelates
with the other and compliments the to-
tal goal--a safe and healthful work
environment.

So then who is responsible for the
AFOSH inspections? EVERYOGRE. AFR 127-
12 requires commenders, functional man-
agers and supervisors to conduct per-
jodic self-inspections for hazaras. It
also requires all Air Force /Air Guard
employees to promptly report safety,
fire and health hazards. Since a11.of
us fit at least one of these categories
tnen it is our responsibility to comply

- ~with the directives. Don't get these

responsibilities mixed up witn the an-
nual, quarterly or monthly inspections

conducted by Group Safety, Fire Dept. ,
or Environmental Health. There are
many AFOSH inspections conducted by
many different people, some are in some
depth, some are not, but all are equal
in importance for mishap preventioh!
