WHAT OOES THE CHAPLAIN MEAN? 

It was recently brought to~ atten­
tion that perhaps solll! or you would 
like to know what is lllBant when I use 
the word "confidential"·• 

Very siq)ly, 1t means that anything 
you may share with 1118 1n Jl\Y profession­
al capao1ty as chaplain., counselor, or 
ombudsman for the 154 CCMPG, is consid­
ered a private matter between you and 
Jl\f8elf, unless it is a threat to 11f'e, 
to the health of another person(matters 
relative to your own health are consid­
ered confidential), or to national. se­
curity. In these three situations, I 
would make every effort to encourage 
you to reveal the information youree~ 
or give 1118 permission to do so,before 
I would feel bound to inform you that 

1I would have to take that step without 
your permiesion. Therefore, to repeat, 
there are only three situations when I 
would feel obligated not to keep a con­
fidence s when it is a threat to lif'e, 
to anot.her•s health, or to national 
security. 

In every other situation I consider 
rqse.lf bowtd to not reveal. to anyone 
information said or given to 1118 in con­
fidence. This would hold true 1n al1 
situations, including a court of law or 
in the military chain ot comund - even 
if this places me 1n personal. jeopardy 
of legal or mil.itar,r d11'ficulties. 

In addition, the keeping of a con­
fidence is forever, unless a different 
agreement is made between us. Fortun­
ately, I have developed a very conven­
ient memory. Confidences are forgotten 
once the collll8eling relationship is 
over. This is a skill that clergy and 
all other counselors develop over the 
years - out of necessity. 

P'inall.y, there is nothing that you 
,,.. can tell me that will shock me-nothing. 

I have heard everything. I can think 
of no situation with which I have not 
been confronted in the past. Nothing 
is too small or too big, too unimport­
ant or too "awful". My purpose is to 
assist you in your need, to keep your 
problem to JVl!ieli', to forget it when 
all is over, and to not al.low iey rela­
tionship with you to change for the 
worse because of your problem, but 
rather to grow stronger because of our 
new levels of sharing and understanding. 

If you need me, I am ave.11.able when 
on drill, or~ other time as well 
(church phone~B-5747). I do not see 

1117 function to exist o~ when we are 
on duty, or for any one group. I will 
assist persons of any faith group, or 
with no religious affiliation, with no 
strings or conditions attached. 

I hope this article answers some of 
your questions.

Conversely. learning is weakened when 
associated with an unpleasant feeling. 
An experience that produces feelings of 
defeat or frustration in a student is 
counter-productive.
