Evaluations of the inspection include 
managment evaluations of all functions of the 
un__ts except medical, judge advocate, chaplain, 
contracting, civilian personnel, mobile co11111t­
unications and 22 TASS . 

Members of the inspection team conducting 
the evaluations are members of PACAF and have 
special access to any material related to the 
inspection and they have security clearance 
and special access authorizations. 

A rundown on what happened during the in­
spection will be Rupplied in the next issue of 
lbl! ukui U111oku ancl copies of the inspection 
report will be distributed after the formal 
outbriefing of the inspection team.

Hydroplaning ... 

When you are driving your car on a wet 
highway, water may penetrate between the tire 
and the pavement. This penetration results 
in the formation of water pressure which rais• 
es a portion of the tire off the pavemant. 
This pressure increases With increasing speed, 
of the vehicle, supporting 11Dre and more of . 
the tire, until at a critical speed, termed • 
the hydro laning speed, the tire is supported 
only by ~he water, and loses all contact with 
the pave!l'.ent. 

WHEN DOES TIRE HYDROPI.JtNINIT OCCUR? 

Tire hydroplaning occurs when the speed of 
the vehicle, tire inflation pressure, water 
depth on the road, condition of the pavement 
surfaceJ and the condition of the tire tread 
are col'\bined in such fashion that the tire 
loses contact with the pavement. 

The Combination of factors necessary for hy­
droplaning to occure are: 

a) Hydroplaning speed: Presuming for the 
rnomenttha.t sufficient water is present for 
hydroplaning to occur, the speed at which a 
vehicle wi ll hydroplane may be predicted with 
fair accuracy solely on the basis of tire in­
flation pressure. This can be more easily 
understood by realizing that the tire is flex­
ible, and deforms under changing l oads. It 
turns out that the ratio of weight carried by 
the tire to the area of tire contact on the 
pavement ramains about the sama, and t his ra­
t io of weight to area will always be very near 
the tire inflation pressure. 

Based on hydrodynamic theory, a simplified 
equation has been developed to predict the 
hydroplaning speed of a pneumatic tire; namely, 
Vp ; 10.J P, where Vp • hydroplaning speed in 
miles per hour, and pa tire inflation pres ­
sure in pounds per square inch. For example 1 

a tire pressure of 16 pounds gives a hydroplan­
i ng speed of ul mph; 2~ pounds, SO mph; and 32 
pounds, 59 mph. 

~ note of caution: These speeds, which ar~ 
well within l egal speed limits, are speeds a~ 
which total hydroplaning occurs, with total 
loss of traction for steering or braking. 
Partial loss of traction owing to partial sup­
port of ~he t i e by t he wa ter may occur well 

below hydropl aning speed, and result in criti1 
cal l oss of traction for a given maneuver at 
speeds well below those predicted. 

b) Water depth on the pavement : The equa• 
tion given aboTe presumes sufficient water on 
the pavement for hydroplaning to occur. The 
actual water depth needed in a particular sit­
uation depends upon the size anci number of 11 es 
cape channels" present, which allows the esc<'.p1 
of the water from beneath the tire and delays 
the buildup of water pressure. These escape 
channels may be provided by the pavement sur­
face, through surface uneveness and grooves, o 
by an effective tire tread pattern. Research 
has shown that smooth or ba<ny worn tires will 
hydroplane on a smooth surface in less than 
0.04 inch of water! Good tires will hydroplan 
at the predicte'd· speed when the water depth is 
greater than the depth of the tread on the • 
tires, and the grooves in the tires become 
"choked" with water. Since it is difficult to 
judge the depth of water on the pavement from 
a moving automobile, a good rule of thumb is 
that when you can see patches of standing wate 
or the water ie deep enough to cover pavement 

nevenness, you should assume there is enough 
water present for hydroplaning. 

The roost serious conse uence of t ire hydroJ 
is the loss of traction which is necessary for 
safe steering and braking. This may be a par­
tial loss of traction due to partial hydropla. 
ing, or total loss of traction at total hydro­
planing speeds. The loss in braking capabili~ 
due to partial hydroplaning is illustrated i n 
the chart ·on page 9. 

The losses are due to partial hydroplaning, 
since the tires on the test automobile were 
reasonably effective in providing good tire 
traction in the test water depth of 1/10 inch. 

The driver must remember that losses in t rac 
tion not only result in increased stopping dis, 
tances, but in decreased steering control. Th: 
-may leave insufficient steering capabi lity to 
,hold the road, especially on a curve or a crowi 
ed road. Side winds could also result in loss 
of steering control. 

WHltT CJm" YOU" 00 .iIBOtJT TIRE HYDROPLANING? 

Slow down when the roads are wet. A wet ro, 
may be just as slippery as an icy road; all 
traction is lost at hydroplaning speeds . 

Be alert for s-t-andhtg fflr'ter or pUddtee-1 es­
pecially on curves.

A A Marine Sanctuary designed to protect 
W the Hawaiian Humpback Whale has been proposed 

for the State of Hawaii, through a report iss­
ued by the Hawaihn Humpback Whale Sanctuary 
workshop Committee comprised of whale experts, 
conservationists, marine resource managers and 
representatives of the OS Department of Comm~. 
erce .. The sancturary would include all coast­
al waters to depths off 100 fathoms from Kaul­
a Rock to the Big Island,

There are already federal regulations 
protecting the Rumpback Whale: In fact, the 
committee admitted that existing regulations 
were adequat e, to control problems of harass­
ment of t he whales, but that further measures 
were "desirable to ensure long-term planning 
and funding for management, surveillance and 
research". The committee felt that th~ san­
ctuary should be established to be of sym- . 
bolic importance" as evidence of conce-rn for 
the preservation of fragile marina systems, 
The specific regulations concerning the oper­
ation of the sanctuary would be developed 
after the sanctuary was declared by the Fed-
eral Government. 

The Department of Commerce has been 
holding hearings on each island recently to 
get feedback from the various local activit­
ies which would be affected by the sanctuary 
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(collllllercial fishermen, pleasure boaters. divers 
etc.) . On Oct 14 the Oahu meeting was held 
at the State Capitol. Many speakers voiced 
their feelings about the proposal. The "straw 
vote11 show of hands indicated 91 against and 
24 for, The ones against were led by such 
notables as State Senator Wadsworth Yee . 

The State of Hawaii Office of Marine Aff­
airs Coordinator urges everyone to voice their 
concern about the proposed additional regula­
tions through their own organization (yacb/ 
boating/fish ing/dive club, etc.). 

Speaking of Dive Clubs ... 
If you are a SCUBA diver, but are not a member 
of an organized di ve club, you are losing out 
on many things. 

One, you're probably not staying up-to­
date on new equipment procedures, safety, etc.

As the surgeon grasped the corroded batt­
er y in his f orceps , it fell in two . None of 
t he contents had yet leaked out but had it been 
left in the stomach much longer, a fatal dose 
of mercury would have been absorbed, 

En ironrnental Protection Agencies do not 
have restr ictions on disposing of the mercury 
batteries bu t recommends that they be discard­
ed as ord inar • trash, Dispose of them imrned-
a t y l:,·Jt not in fire .,5 they wi ll explode .
