Any alibis on one' 
part provides the weakest link i n a higt.- risk environ­
ment . . . know your limitations and don't let that reflec 
in your unit ' s performance . We continually stress the 
importance of first aid and CPR trai ning . We have 
suffered another heart attack case in our ranks re­
cently . We cannot hope that this happens only to the 
other guy. When your unit pr esents the opportunity 
for training in first aid/CPR ... take it ... and be an 
~sset rat her than a liability to your family and 
friends.

A SHORI' HISTORY OF THE SF.ATBELT

154 C0MPG/SE 

1885 - 1905 Early belts pre­
vented passengers from bounc­
ing out of vehicles on rough 
roads . 

1910 - Many refinements have 
been made since the first 
"leather strap" was used on 
the first U. S. Army plane , 
but a policy was initiated 
that has been adopted by all 
aircraft since that date. 

1922 - Barney oldfield in­
troduced seatbelts to racing 
cars. 

Now all racers use and count 
on their seatbelts to protect 
their lives . 

1935 - C, J. Strickland , 
founder and president of the 
Automobile Safety League of 
America, advocated factory 
lnstallation of belts in motor 
v1;h icles. 

1940 - Cornell Universlty 
conducted the first research 
program to determine causes 
of motor vehicle accidents . 

1949 - Nash Kelvinator intro4 
duced the first factory in­
stalled seat belts for auto­
mobiles . 

1955 - Belts were optional 
equipment on all new 1956 
model cars . 

1958 - National Safety Coun­
cil launched program to pro­
mote seat belt use. 

1961 - The American Seat 
Belt Council was formed to 
assist in the establishment 
of uniform quality standards 
for seat belts. 

1963 - The major automobile 
producers announced chat 
seat belts would be standard 
equipment in all 1964 model 
pass:!nger cars. 

1967 - By federal regulation 
combination lap and shoul­
der belts were installed 
in all cars produced after 
~anuary 1, 1968. 

1970 - The Australian state 
of Victoria became the fi r st 
government in the world to 
make wearing of the seat bel 
compulsory, 

1974 - The three-point belt 
system was introduced as 
standard equipment on all 
automobiles sold in the U.S. 

1977 The Dept. of Transpor­
tation mandated passive re­
straints, such as automatic 
seat belts or air bags, be­
ginning with large cars in 
model year 1982, intermed­
iate size cars in model year 
1983, and all cars in model 
year 1984 an thereaf ter . 

1978 - Tennessee law requir l 
ing restraints for children 
under four years of age 
went into e ffect.

Weinberger ha e tablil!hed a 
new pos,ti:>n of Assi stant to 
the ecretary (Review and 
Oversigh ll and has r evital ­
ized Doffs Hotline for receiv­
ing confidential reports of 
possibl e waste. 

Secretary Weinberger sa id, 
''The newly e tablished Re­
view and Overs ight Office 
will oversee an accelerated 
program to redU-ce waste, 
fraud and abuse throughout 
the Department. Every effort 
mu t be made by all to search 
for ond destroy any waste or 
frnud th11t may be foun d in 
this Department. From the 
highe l to the lowest echelon, 
individuals should be encour­
aged tu prevent wasLe, fraud 
and abuse . We will combat 
the economic-inherited di s­
ease by working together to 
secure the most efficient oper­
ation possible." 

The ecretary's mo t recent 
action to achieve maximum 
efficiency and economy in the 
defense establishment was 

coordinated wit.h the May 30, 
1981, release of the Secre­
tary's regular semi-annual re­
port to the Congress on au­
dit:; , inspec tio n s and 
investigations. 

'l'he report covered the 
6- month per iod October l , 
1980, through March 31 ,.1981, 
and showed 11,092 audit re­
ports and 5,925 inspection re-­
ports issued by DoD organiza­
tions. It described significant 
instances of potential fraud 
and ind icated that 40 cases 
referred for civil ia n prosecu­
tion involved estimated losses 
of more than $6.6 million.
