TAKING LITTLE PROBLEMS TOO SERIOUSLY 

Bad feelings are only burdens. When we 
get to the point of believing the whole world 
is sour because we dontt understand it, we 
have a lot of self-searching to do. Maybe we 
helped to lose its sweetness. Maybe we're the 
bad apple that soured the whole lot. 

Our first thought sb.ould be to make amends.

It is indeed with saddened hearts that we 
mourn the death of Major John I. Oshiro, 
Comptroller, Hawaii Air National Guard. Major 
Oshiro passed away on June 10,1981 at the 
Xuakini Medical. Center . .t, gentleman, an officers 
a former emlisted man and friend; we shall all 
miss the dedication and d·etermination that 
Major Oshifo displayed. 

Major Oshiro, born on September 30, 1934 
attended Farrington High School, graduating 
in 1952 ~nd then entered the University 
of Hawaii as an undergraduate in the College 
of Business Administration. He was also a 
member of the AFROTC program for two years 
while attending the University of Hawaii. In 
this same year, he joined the Hawaii Air 
National Guard at Ft. Kam being assigned as 
an AC&W operator.

. Technician with the Alert Augmentation Detach­
ment. providing dawn to dusk, and later 24-hour, 
radar surveillance at the Punamano Air Station , 
Oahu. While working for the 109th AC&W Sq. 
as an air technician, he completed bis last 
two years a-t the University of Bawaii, 
receiving a Bachelor of Business Administration 
degree in January of 1958, In 1961 he was 
reassigned to Kokee AFS, Kauai, as an intercept 
control technician. Later that same year he 
received an appointment as a Reserve Officer 
of the Air Force and the Hawaii Air Nat~onal 
Guard. His career as an officer began and 
flourished with the professionalism. for which 
Major Oshiro came to be know. 

After an 8 year tour on Kauai, he returned 
to Hickam AFB. and the 154th Fighter Group in 
1969 to become the Equipment Management Officer, 
later becoming the Management and Procedures 
Officer. On February 23, 1972 be was awarded 
the Hawaii National Guard Commendation Medal 
for Meritorious and Outstanding service to the 
Hawaii National Guard. ·0n August 23, 1973, 
then Captain Oshiro, was promoted to }1ajor.

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Air Force phone bill rises 

SCVJ.I' AFB, Ill. (AFNS) -- Air Force tele­
hone bills are expected to increase dramatic­
lly, as a esult of new rates for long-haul 
i rcui ts . 

On May 7, A ,c• rican Telepho ne and Telegraph 
erminated the spe clal low rates it charged 
arge cu~tomers, Air Force Communications Com­
and officials announced . 

The special rates, called TELPAK, applied 
o AT&T•s eased long-haul circuits. The Air 
orce u ed these circuits in command and con­
rol sy tems , as well as Autovon and Autodin . 
he costs to Air Force for the circuits will 
ncrease about $~5 million annually because of 
he loss of TELPAK. Similar increases will al­
J affect other Department of Defense and fed­
ral agenci es. 

Los of TELPAK comes at a bad time for the 
ir Fore~, say offjcials, because other rate in­
reas~s are also taking effect. The Federal 
orm:iunications Commission allowed AT&T to in­
reaFe the rates on all interstate private-line 
ervices, including most Air Force circuits, by 
6 ,ercen effective May 14. And the FCC is 
onsidering a request for an additional 16 per­
ent, across-the-board increase in J ly. 

The ir Force ls working with the Defense 
Olllllunications Agency to find ways to reduce 
he impact of rate increases; but it is clear, 
ay officials, that the Air Force telephone 
il] is t n , g up sharply.
