Do you believe in subliminal advertising?
This form of "brainwashing' is often used by
TV advertisers to get their message across.

Psychologists give some validity to this
by demonstrating remarkable recall in hypno-
tized subjects.

Taking this one step further, the Safety
Staff contends that the best of safety programs
can be undermined and rendered ineffective by
seemingly minor occurrences which convey a
negative message to people.

Consider the following and what message
they might convey to your people:

ACTTON OR CTRCUMSTARCE

ing, a supervisor passes around bulletins
for personnel to read.

c. Supervisor orders a job to continue when
protective devices are not available.

d. Supervisor appoints newest personnel as
a safety monitor.

e. Supervisors are allowed to ignore safety
inspection reports.

MESSAGE CTOUNVEYED

a. Protective equipment not important.

b. Information not impertant.

c. Safety rules are not valid.

d. Safety monitoring is not an essential
function.

e. Safety is a nuisance.

The above is but a brief list of the many
subtle indicators that can have a negative
influence on employee attitude. Such indica-
tors tell people that management considers
safety not really essential to getting the job
done. While they may not react to these indi-
cators immediately, they will store these
things in their memories and subsequently in-
