* Were procedures defined to react
to the crisis (was the crisis man-
aged?).

* WYas there an effort to analyze the
consequences of decisions made?

The sucess enjoyed by the 154 Composite
Group during inspections, exercises, deploy-
ments and other major ventures can be chief-

ly attributed to effective planning by compet-

ent functional staff personnel and deliberate
and resourceful application by commanders.
It is important to note that implementation

action is at the lowest possible level of com-

mand, With this edict, effictive communica—

tions may be the "Achilles heel" of this sys-—
tem. It is important then to communicate in-
tentions along with visible instructions.

For the recipient of the information flow, a

"Devils advocate" approach may be invaluable

with a caveat for dispatching a message with

The National Committee for Employer
Support of the Guard and Reserve conducts
an awards program designed to honor employ-
ers who support a Strong Guard and Reserve
Force. The top award in the program is the
prestigious PRO PATRIA, named for the latin
expression meaning "for the nation".

No more than 60 emplaoyers will be given
the honor annually. Individual supervisars,
as well as firms and agencies, are eligible
for recognition.

Here's how the program works:

All members of the National Guard are
eligible to nominate their employers for the
PRO PATRIA award.

Employers qualify for recognition when
they practice personnel policies that sup-
port employee participation in the Guard.

ITEM: Federal law requires them to
grant excused absences to Cuard and Reserve
members for militarv training, so simple com-

pliance with the law does not qualify an e
ployer for an award. The employer must d
onstrate additiomal, voluntary measures t
make it easier for employees to stay in the
Guard and Reserve.

Nomination will be by letter, which mu
explain why the employer deserves counsidera
tion for the PRO PATRIA award. Members of
the Guard and Reserve may nominate their bo
ses directly to:

Civil Service Retirement Credit Deposits
for Post-1956 Military Service

At regquest of the Air Force Accounting
and Finance Center, the Comptreoller's office
at base level has been tasked by NGB to as-
sist technicians in the calculation of depos-
its required for post-1956 military service.
To summarize, the Omnibus Act of 1982 requi-
res civilian employees of the Federal Govern-
ment to contribute 77 of post-1956 military
basie pay for all periods of active military
service which are creditable for retiremernt
computation to the Civil Service Retirement
(CSR) fund if they wish to aveid a reduction
in annuities. This reduction would ocaur at
age 62, and is generally referred to as
'Catch 62". (See HIDOD Personnel Bulletins
1983-11 and 1983-26 or 154 COMPC/DPM letter
lated 18 May 1983 if further explanation is
required.)

unit administration. You must attach a copy
of your DD Form 214, Report of Separation
from Active Duty or equivalent and documens
tation reflecting your promotion dates.

SPMO will verify your creditable years and
forward this information to the Comptroller'
office.

At this time the Comptroller's office
will calculate the extimate and send a pack-
age to the member with a Application to Make
Deposit. If the member decides to contrib-
ute to the CSR System, he will sign the Ap-
plication to Make Deposit and forward the
package back to SPMO.

SPMO will send the Comptroller's office
the necessary records for the individual con
cerned. Finally, the Comptroller's office
will send a letter back to the individual re
questing method of payment desired.

Please do not contact the Cumptroller'J
office prematurely for your calculations.
