IRON BOMBS
AND BULLETS

Conventional weapons attack is about as far
from your mind as snow on Diamond Head - right?
Well, it's not so far fetched to consider protec-
tive actions.

For example, say you go TDY to Korea (Team
Spirit or such) or Guam, Clark or other WESTPAC
base for a deployment. Those areas could be in-
volved in anything from a surprise attact start-
ing a limited non-nuclear war to insurgents try-
ing to create problems for the host nation - US
relationship. It really doesn't matter hew such
an event could occur. What will matter to you is
the fact that you are there and they are trying
to kill you! (Sounds like a M.A.S.H. plot, doesn't
it?)

Besides the relatively obvious fact that a
bullet from a rifle will poke a hole in you, what
are other hazards? Bomb, rockets, mortars and
missiles have exploding warheads which create
blast (pressure), heat (burns) and shrapnel (fly-
ing metal). How can you protect against these?
STAY TOW. USE AVAILABLE PROTECTION. DON'T RUN
FOR COVER.

Staying low (i.e. flat on the ground, or
better yet, in a ditch) lets the blast pass over
you rather than treating you like a frisbee. It
also reduces your exposurg to the heat from the
explosion. And it definitely protects you against
the flying shrapnel which tends to travel in an
upward angle from point of detonation.

Use whatever avallable protectlon you can get
to "immediately'". This means close by. Jump in a
ditch, under a desk or bed or roll under a truck.
anything which keeps you from being the first item
hit by shrapnel is good. Being under something
also reduces chances of '"secondary injury" if a
wall caves in or the rood fisplaces to the floor.
Notice I said use protection "immediately availa-
ble". Trying to make a 50 yard dash in 4 seconds
to a shelter is met good. Exploding munitions al-
ways win the race. At my base in Viet Nam, every
person killed during the year I was there was try-

tion (such as office building-remember the desk?)
to what they thought would be better (the bunker

or revetment down the street). One person I know

stigation board 'zeroed in on the
vpossible" failure of a nart in the
afterburner which, in the vast, has
cost the Air Force and the ANG over
eight aircraft. The part has a
history of failing and causing a
fire in just about every phase of
flight, from taxiing for takeoff to
final apdroach for landing. Tt was
a known oroblem, but with over
4,000 F-4s in the inventory, get-
ting them all fixed right now isn't
that simple (not like a recall on
your Ford or Chevy).

At the time of the accident,
roughly half of our aircraft were
awalting modification--Colonel Lee
discussed this problem and its
impact on our crews and the mission
with higher headguarters and was
able to et all of our aircraft
modified within two weeks. The rest
