Recently the Catholic bishops of the
United States issued the pastoral letter,
the Challange of Peace: God's promise and
onr Response. This document serves as a
guide to assist Catholiecs in forming their
consciences concerning the morality of war
and in particular of nuclear was.

In principle the American bishops con-
tinue to condemn war as a solution to dis-
agreements between nations. However they
maintain their traditional teaching that
our country does has the right and duty to
defend itself against unjust aggression.

The Catholic bishops state they know
little about the technical questions of
weapon systems, strategies and tactics.
But they maintain that matters of war and
peace do have a moral dimension which must
take first place in the minds of leaders
and planners. This is particuarly true
in regard to nuclear weapons which would
kill countless innocent persons and do
massive property destruction. They state.

"We address particularly those involved in the exercise of authority
over others. We are aware of your responsibilities and impressed by
the standard of personal and professional duty you uphold, We feel,
therefore, thal we can urge you 10 do cverything you can 1o assure
that every peaceful allernative is exhausted before war is even
remotely considered, In developing battle plans and weapons
sysiems, we urge you 10 try 10 ensure that these are designed to
reduce violence, destruction, suffering and death 1o a minimum,
keeping in mind especially non-combatants and other innocent
persons.™

The American bishops are asking for an
open dialogue concerning peace and Justice.
They are very much aware of the sacrifices
we in uniform make for the defense of our
freedoms. They state,

“Our perspective on your prolessi'on is that of Vatican 1. ‘Al those
who enter military service in Joyalty to their country should look
upon themselves as the custodians of the security and freedom of }
their counteymen; and when they carry oul their duty properly, they
are contributing te the maintenance of peace’ ™ :

According to the Consumer Safety
Product Commission, Honeywell, Inc.
is recalling 770,000 smoke detectors
which will not sound alarm when smoke
is present but may sound alarm when
test button is pushed. These were
manufactured in 1977 and 1978, model
numbers TC89B and TC89C, and have a
date code between 7601 and 7820 found
under smoke detector cover inside
detector on a piece of dry cardboard.

Qi ficers, how important is your oifici-
2zl zrotrait? when was the last time you look-
ed zt your photo in your selectien folder?
Does it reflect the impression you want the
promotion revicwers to receive when they re-
view vour folder? These questions should
not be answered in a casual way. The way
vou atiend ro these questions could have
L ang-term personal effects on yvour well be-

ing sonal goals.

To lelp yeu get a guality protrait for
your selection folder, begin by seeing the
CBPQ folks for a listing of your earned
awards/decorations. They can also help you
with your ribbon arrangement and device
placement on your blouse. Haircuts and
muszaches shauld be well within prescribed
AFM 35-10 guidelines to insure an acceptable
portrait. Black and white photegraphy tends
to make black-haired members appear to have
longer hair.

Once you have checked your uniform
blouse and personal appearance for correc—
ness and compliance with AFM 35-10, the
Photo Lab will be glad to arrange a photo
session, proof review and final printing.
