The Acting Assis tant Sec re tar y of 
Defense (Manpower, Reserve Affairs and 
Logislics) a nnounced on Sep. 22 a change 
t o tr,~ e xist i ng policy on commissary 
pr i vileges fo r National Guard and Reserve 
membe rs performing year-round 
(fragmented) annual trai ning. The new 
policy reads as f ollows:

per i od fo r Lhat AT. The exact number of 
days oE commissary privileges would be 
equal to the total number of days of AT 
performed in f r agments of less than 72 
hour s bu l i11 no case more than 14 conse­
cutive days. The f j nal AT period orders 
woul d be appropraitely annotat ed to re­
flect the specific pEriod of time for 
which t he individual and his rep resen t­
atives will be e ligible for commissary 
priv i leges .

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FY 1984 PAY 

Recently , you may have read about the 
overwhelming budget deficits facing t he 
governmen t this yea r and next, and th e 
President' s decision thal there will be no 
annual cost of living pay raise for a ll 
mili t ary and fede ra l civ ilian employees 
in f iscal yea r 1984 . The defici t s have 
made i t necessary no t only for all govern­
ment employees, including everyone in the 
Departmen t of Defense , but all 
beneEiciar:ies of Lhe federal programs, 
incluJiog social security recipients , to 
give up some or all of the planned pay 
i ncreas es for next year . This i s necessary 
to help r educe the defi i t in an effort 
to restore our nation' s economy to long­
t e rm real growth . Diff i cult decisions had 
to be mdde t o achieve an $Li billion 
r eduction in the defens e budget without 
seve r e adver se impacts on our programs 
to r-estore the combat str-ength of the 
U. S. Militar-y forces. 

Th i s decision was made very reluctant­
l y by the President , and we all share his 
disappointment because this administration 
came into office committed to making mili­
tary pay compe titive with private sec tor­
p:i y . Th e Uni Formed Servi ·s Pay Act of 
1981 signed by President Reagan increasing 
military pay by 14. 3 percent carried out 
th a t promise . For the fir s t time in a 

<l ecade, military pay was again competiti ve. 
Since then, the combi nation oE greatly 
reduced i nflat i on rates , the FY 1983 pay 
raise and i ncome tax reductions have halted 
er os i on o [ t he valu e of military pay. The 

Finance s ec tion s ays they wi ll input 
info for March paychecks on the 11th 
in ord er to m:ike t he Mar. 18 computer 
run . Paychecks should be mailed and 
dated the 28th, just like last month . 

Pres i dent and I hav e expressed par-tlcular 
regret t hat the government-wide pay cap 
for next year l1ad to apply to the military 
too . The President and I are well aware 
and deeply apprec iative of your dedication 
and commitment to the defense of our 
nation. 

The overwhelming Soviet threat does 
not oermit us to slow the momentum in our 
efforts to orovide you the necessary 
modern equipment, training and sustain­
ability to be a viable, deterrent military 
force , no matter how many others may in­
sist that the "defense budget must be cut 

rega rdles s of the results." Our goal is to 
do everything we can to ensure that no 
American mu s t make the ultimate sacrifice 
in the defens of our nation. 

In may two years as Secretary of 
Defense, I have continuously admired the 
outstanding effor ts you are making in the 
interest of National security. Your pro­
fessiona lism and dedication are exemplary. 
You are essential to the protection of 
this nation's freedoms and the security of 
t he free world. You can be assured that I 
will con tinue to press for appropriate 
f inanci.al and moral recognition o( you r 
efforts, and tha t I wil l st rongly urge 
that the 1985 budget provide for the 
full recovery of the pay cap in 1984.
