On Sept. 25, 1984, the PACAF command 
was turned over from Gen. 0 1Malley to Lt. 
Gen . Bazley. As part of his philosophical 
comments to his commanders and key staff 
officers, Gen. Bazley stressed the fol­
lowing: 

* Integrity is the cornerstone of 
the professional officer. 

* A commander must have compassion 
and understanding in decision-making . 

* Decentra lization is the key to 
management. Corrmianders must be allowed 
to command which nourishes initiative and 
innovation. 

* As a commander one obligates him­
!lf to take his responsibility seriously. 

* All officers are expected to be 
responsible for their o~~ deportment 
while using discretion when appropriate . 

The words as spoken by Lt. Gen. Baz­
ley reflect living precepts for which 
each officer in the HANG should know, un­
derstand, and be committed to. 

Wi th an invigorating fiscal year be­
hi nd us, the challenge of FY 85 is now be­
fore us. We can expect the biggest inspec­
t i on for us during this 1st quarter when 
PACAF invokes their ORI and MEI on us.

SOME Uett 1tBOtfT MARIJUANA 

A new fact book on pot smoking bas just 
been published. The "Correla.tes and Conse­
quences of Marijuana Use" pulls together 
information from 127 ~jor studies and 1354 
scientific articles published since 1974. 
Some of the findings of t.his publication are: 

* Pot smoked today is much more potent 
than that smoked five years ago; 

* today's marijuana impairs short-term 
memory, leading to fragmented speech, dis­
jointed thinking and ina~ility to solve 
problems; 

* pot users have diffi culty with time 
perception, readi ng comprehension and numbers 

* mary jane slows and adversely affects 
the reflexes and skills needed to drive, fly 
and operate machinery; 

* pot seems to reduce male sexual 
fertility, particularly in cutting sperm. 
count and lotJering testosterone levels. 
Although research is still l.imited. marijuana 
use by pregnant women appears to be associa­
ted with lower birth weight and a pattern of 
birth defects which resemble those of fetal 
alcohol syndrome; 

* ma.rij uana may cause some permanent 
damage to the brain, although the answer 
won't be clear until many more autopsy stud­
ies can be done on long-term users; 

* pot can cause both acute and chronic 
behavior difficulties, ranging from mild 
mild anxiety to severe panic reactions; 

* many researchers and users suggest 
repeated use can cause a loss of energy, 
ambition and motivation, 

The £.i.n,al word is not in on marijuana 
however it is clear that its use is associ­
ated with more negaitves than positives. 
Think twice when offered some pot. The long­
term consequences may be hazardous to your 
health, as well as your m11itary career.

Yest erday was also importan t because 
the U.S. Air Force had another birthday . 
During 37 years as a separate service we 
have matured into the greatest air force 
in the world . l 1m happy to report that 
progress in the last few years has been 
especially good -- morale i s "sky-high", 
our combat readiness is much better, and 
because of it we as a nation are safer . 
A momentum has been established and we as 
a nation have to keep it going. Winston 
Churchill told us why that is im portant. 
Almost forty years ago he said, "lam 
convinced that there is nothi ng the 
Soviets admire so much as strength and 
there's nothing for which they have less 
respect 'than weakness," especi ally military 
weakness. I believe Churchill ' s insight i s 
as correct today as it was in 1946. 

Fo rtunately, the American people be­
lieve in a strong national defense. And 
thanks to their backing, the Administra­
~ion and Congress have been providing the 
esources to ensure continued progress 

toward rebuildino our military capabili­
ties. Improvements in readiness, train-

ing, recruiting , and retention are con 
tinuing and accelerating. 

Since 1980, we have made real progress ~ 
in restoring the military balance and ~ 
insuring deterrence. Deterrence is the 
cornerstone of Jllnerican defense policy -­
deterrence based on nuclear capabilities 
both strategic and theater -- and conven­
tional capabilities strong enough to 
convince our enemies that aggression 
would be foolis h. 

During the 1960s and 1970s, the 
Soviets increased their capacity for 
nuclear attack while our ability to re­
spond became less credible. Low defense 
budgets put deterrence at risk during 
these years . However, we are now engaged 
in a concerted effort, along with our 
allies, to restore the strategic and 
theater nuclear force balance . We have 
seen significant results. 

Two weeks ago we rolled out the first 
8-18, and development of the advanced 
technology bomber is on track. 

8-52s are being modified to carry air­
launched crui se missiles, and new offen­
sive avionics have improved bombing ac­
curacy by 50%. Better defensive avion­
ics are also be i ng added to increase sur­
vivnbil ity. 

Tanker support for our bombers is get­
ti ng much better - upqraded engines will 
add refuelinq capabili ty io KC-135 1 s, 
20% to the Guard and Reserve and 50% to 
the active KC-135's. 

Our smal l ICBM program is on solid 
footing . We have also improved the ac­
curacy of our t1i nuteman II I I s by nearly 
30% throuqh the ouidance upgrade program. 
Our big ICBM pro~lem area is the Peace­
keeper missile -- the key element of the 
Scowcroft Commission's reconmendations 
to maintain strong deterrent forces. 
Lack of support for Peacekeeper sends 
the wrong message to both adversaries 
and friends. Without it, we are grossly 
outqunned in this cruicial leg of the 
triad - - and our anns reduction negoti­
ating position is weakened. 

Last December we deployed the first 
ground-launched cruise missiles in Great 
Britain and the Army began putting Persh­
ing II's i n Germany. In March, our sec-



ond GLCM base at Comiso, Italy became 
operational, and last 100nth we establish-

•
the third base at Florennes, Belgium. 
01 s deterrent has been upgraded sub­

stantially by these improvements. The 
r!angerous theater imbalance in Europe 
hat resulted from the Soviet Union's 

aggressive SS-20 deployments is finally 
being redressed, thanks to strong, cohe­
sive action by all NATO nations. 

We and our allies have also improved 
our conventional capabilites. On the 
U.S. side we have increased the daily 
carrying capacity of our strategic air­
lifters by 28% ~fnce 1980 -- through 
added capacity, some modifications, and 
increased spares : We have stretched all 
the C-141 1 s, gfving them 30% more 11ft 
capability. The C-5A wing mod increases 
airframe life by 30,000 hours~ and two 
new KC-10 squadrons have been activated. 
We have also equipped five reserve squad­
rons with new C-130H 1s since 1980 and 
are now moving C-141 '1s and C-5 1 s into 
the Air Reserve forces . 

a Last month we ro11ed out the first C­
W - small intratheater airlift airplane. 
This system will add 30% more combat 
sorties in Europe by expediting parts and 
ingines to the bases ~ All these improve-

ments are ti.ed t09ether b,y the Ai.rl ift 
Master Plan, which identifies airlift 
needs and tells how we can best fill them. 
Clearly brought home is the need for the 
C-17 in reaching the 66 million ton mile 
per day goal identified by the Congres­
sionally mandated mobility study. Our 
plan will move C-17s directly into both 
the active and reserve units. 

B-52G's now carry Harpoon missiles. 
This new Air Force maritime operations 
capability resulted from the October 1982 
Air Force-Navy memorandum of agreement. 

Four years ago we had about 4300 fight­
ers in the total force -- most of them 
older F-4s, A-7s, and F-106s. Today, we 
have 4800 fighters, and most are modern 
F-15s, F-16s and A-lOs. We can fly 62% 
•e wartime sortie.sin Europe and our 
•crews are getting 23% more flying time. 

Another key factor in our improved war­
fighting posture has been the aggressive 
development and procurement of modern 
munitions. Munitions funding has grown 
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five fold and bins are being filled with 
modern, effective munitions. 

These improvements mean better trained 
and more combat-ready forces. New fight­
ers using improved munitions give us a 
34% increase in delivery accuracy. This 
was demonstrated in our most recent "shoot 
-oui-• -- the Gunsmoke competition. In 
1981, the winner flew an A-7 and dropped 
banbs within 29 feet of the target. Last 
year an F-16 won the competition with 
bombs dropped within ft're- feet of the 
target. 

Even though we 1 ve been flying ll)Ore and 
doing it more aqgressively, our safety 
record is the best in history. Last year 
I told you of our unbelievably low record­
setting 2.33 rate in 182 - 1983ts record 
was 1.73 accidents per 100,000 hours of 
flying -- realistic training, not just 
boring holes in the sky. To date, our 
1984 record is about the same as last 
year 1 s. Many of you have helped us 
achieve this outstanding record. You 
are the ones designing and building our 
airplanes with safety, reliability and 
maintainability in mind. 

Secretary Orr told you of our heavy 
corm,itment to impr~ve readiness and sus-
tainability. The Secretary also talked 
of how we are improving the way we buy 
spares. Today, I want to stress a couple 
of points that amplify his comnents. We 
now have strong competition advocacy 
programs at all air logistics centers -­
more emphasis on breakout for competi­
tion, value engineering in spare parts 
and repair kits -- along with a welcome 
spirit of cooperation in the contractor 
CCllffl!Unity. These efforts ~ve already 
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produced savings of nearly $400 million 
in costs of spare parts. We are using 
these savings to buy more parts at lower 
prices. If these trends continue, we 
can fill our wartime requirement years 
~head of our current schedule . 

In the conventional forces arena, 
some people are suggesting our Air Force 
is not as ready and capable today as it 
was four years ago. 

Critics have focused on C-ratings i n 
making their arguments. The problem is 
that C-ratings are a JCS logi stic man­
agement tool and offer only a snapshot 
of a unit's capability against the cur­
rent goals -- they are not an accurate 
measure of capability over t ime . This 
is because we intentionally move the 
goal line. Since 1980, we've adjusted 
the ratin9 system several times -- by 
expanding the areas rated and tighten­
ing the criteria. For example , i n '80 
only 67 tactical fighter squadrons were 
COOITlitted to deploy and fight for a 
period of time -- either 15 or 30 days. 
Today 86 squadrons are committed -- all 
of them for 30 days of combat -- spare 
engines and criticaly parts are now 
rated -- they weren't before, and as I 
aid earlier, we're flying more -- crews 

dre more proficient. 62% more combat 
missions are available in Europe today 
as well as 28% more airlift to take us 
to the fight. All this build-up in ca­
pabi1ity, and the dramatic improvements 
in the effectiveness of modern aircraft 
and munitions are not considered in the 
C-ratings. We in the military are at 
fault for not having a rating system 
that Congress and others can use to 
track our capabil i ties from year to year . 
The JCS are working on a better way to 
tel l our story . We've got to clear up 
the confusion being created by the 
present system. 

In September 1947, Tooey Spatz be-
came the first Air Force Chief of Staff. 
When he took over, he taced the challanges 
of an uncertain future. Todav 1s chal-
lenges are different from those General 
Spatz had to face -- but we still must 
deal with an uncertain future. Many 
challenges lie ahead. 

We depend on space systems for strate­
gic warning, col'fl11and, control, corrmunica-

tions and surveillance -- and the Soviet 
threat highlights the need for a unified 
space conmand. Just as we employ our 
land, sea and air forces -- through the 4 
unified and specified corTllland structure 
-- we shoul d have a unified space corrmand 
to exercise control of U.S . military 
space systems. 

T mentioned earl ier the bombers, mis­
siles and other strategic systems -- our 
challenge is to continue the President ' s 
strategic modernization program and to 
stay on the path charted by the Scowcroft 
Corrrnission. 

As we pursue our strategic program we 
must continue to be aware of the chang i ng 
threat, the need to be sensitive to anns 
reduction negotiations and the possibili­
ty of strategic defensive systans in the 
future. Our sea-based strategic nuclear 
forces must also continue to be integrat­
ed with bomber and ICBM programs, and all 
forces must be supported by strategic 
connectivity. 

Another tough challenge wil l be meet i ng 
increasing manpower needs for the active ~ 
and air reserve forces. Declining youth 
population, increased mission demands. 
and increased competit i on for available 
manpower from a robust economy require 
that we develop a comprehensive manpower 
plan for the future . The plan will have 
to look at all aspects of the recruiting 
and retention picture, as well as inno­
vative approaches to reduce manpower 
requirements, such as better designed , 
more reliable and maintainable weapons 
systems. 

In the past, the key factors in our 
acquisition process have been cost, sche­
dule and performance . This week Secre­
tary Orr and I signed a policy statement 
directing that supportability be the 
fourth leg under the acqu i sition stool. 
Improved reliability a.nd maintainability 
is a vital part of the solution. The 
Air Force has 490,000 enlisted people 
today. About one out of every three 
works i'n ai'rcraft ·maintenance. Let me 
cOIT)pare some weapon systans in terms of 4 
maintenance man hours per flying hour 
and highlight the importance of improve­
ments we are making in reliability and 
maintainability. 



The F-16 requires about 1/2 the main­
tenance manhours per flying hour as the 
Ar F-4 -- and the F-15 requires 1/3 
1'fs than the F-4. The C-17 Will re­
quire about a third that of the C-5A. 
The 8-18 will require 2si fewer than 

e 8-52. These reduced workloads trans-
1ate directly into manpower and cost 
savings. 

We will have to look for new opportu­
nities to increase the Guard and Reserve 
force contribution to the total force -­
as we are doing with strategic airlift 
C-14l's and C-5's in the Reserve forces. 
We are pursuing more host nation support, 
and increasing the use of civilians and 
outside contracting. Tnis is a big under­
taking, but we'll be hard pressed to man 
the force unless we can manage these and 
other manpower efficiencies. 

Almost 20 years ago, General John 
McConnell and Army Chief of Staff Harold 
Johnson signed a landmark memorandum of 
understanding for closer Army-Air Force 
cooperation. It assigned fixed wing air­
Aft missions to the Air Force and ro-
W,y wing to the Army. In May, General 
John Wickham and I, working with that 
same spirit, put together a team of our 

·ightest, most objective experts - they 
~tarted out with a blank sheet of paper, 
looked at the jobs we had to do in com­
bat environnent, and identified areas 
where we had duplication and voids. 
From this list, we identified 31 initia­
tives, some corrmit the Air Force and 
Army to terminate programs where the 
need can be fi 11 ed by other programs. 
For example, the Air Force has cancelled 
develojJ11ent of its ground-based electro­
nics warfare system, Cc»1FY CHALLENGE, 
because the Army is developing a system. 
that can do that for us. The Anny has 
terminated its program for an airborne 
radar jamming system -- the Air Force 
will provide this support. 

We are also institutionalizing cross­
service participation in the develoiJ11ent 
of our annual budgets. Service program­
-rs are actively taking part in the other 
•vice's revtew· prQce~s. for cl as.er co"=' • 
operation in areas of mutual interest 7 
Anny staff officers have been assigned ex-

hanged duty to the Air staff, while 7 Air 
rorce officers work on the Army staff. 
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Gen. Gebrlel, who fl- combet mis• 
1lon1 In Kore, end Vietnam, checka 
the controls of en OV,10 8ronco, flown 
by !onward air controllML 

There is still a lot to do. Fonner 
Secretary of State Henry Kissinger was 
once asked how difficult it was to make 
foreign policy decisions. He answered 
that making the decisions was nothing com­
pared to getting them implemented. Some 
of our initiatives are already being imple­
mented. The best example is the recently 
signed memorandum of agreement to develop 
the C-18 as the single platform for the 
Joint Surveillance and Target Attack Radar 
System -- JSTARS . We will now have a com­
mon radar and a cO!Tlllon platform. A more 
controversfil initiative that has met some 
resistance is the proposal to ttansfer our 
rotary wing special operations force to the 
Anny. Here's the way 1 see it. The Army 
operates more than 8,000 helicopters and 
their troops conduct special operations. 
The Air Force has only 9 PAVE LOW helicop­
ters capable of supporting the full range 
of special operations. This adds up to an 
Army mission. 

As we go along, we will thoroughly 
monitor each initiative - we're not going 
to do anything dumb -- before we transfer 
missions the gaining service will Be fully 
prepared and combat ready. But r can 
assure everyone here that John Wickham and 
I are c001nitted to the fullest implementa­
tion -- we won't stand for a "slow roll." 

I also see possibilities for greater 
cooperation with the Navy. In addition to 
the expanded AF/Navy operations we have 
managed the last few years -- F-15's, 
AWACS and tankers to extend the outer air 
battle, and B-52's with Harpoons -- the 
CNO, Admiral Jim Watkins, will in the very 



~ear future tell us how the Navy mig ht fit 
into our project. We are making good pro­
~ress wi t h these efforts to enhance t he 
nation's military posture and field the 
oost affordable and effective combined 
- -~bat capability. 

Meeting these challenges and oppor-
tunities -- will take a lot of hard work 
3nd dedication -- as President Reagan has 
said 11 A safer world - will not be real i zed 
simply through honorabl e intentions and 
good will - it requires a dedicated 
effort to su~port 0ur fri'ends ancl defe nd 
:1ur interests." We have to do this: 
fhe taxpayers deserve it and the nation's 
security demands it . The Ai r Force 
~ssociation can help and we look to you 
for continued su pport .
