A new fact book on pot smoking has jus t 
been published. The "Correlates and Conse­
quences of Marijuana Use" pulls together 
information from 127 major studies and 1354 
scientific articles published since 1974. 
Some of the findings of this publication •are: 

* Pot smoked today is much more potent 
than that smoked five years ago; 

* today's marijuana impairs short-term 
memory, leading to fragmented speech, dis­
jointed thinking and inability to solve 
problems; 

* pot users have difficulty wi th t i me 
perception, reading comprebens.ion and numbers 

* mary jane slows and adversely affects 
tbe reflexes and skills need-ed to drive, fly 
and operate machinery; 

* pot seems to reduce male sexual 
fertility, particularly in cutting sperm 
count and lowering testosterone levels. 
Although research is still limited, marijuana 
usf' by pregnant women appear·s to be associa­
ted with lower birth weight and a pattern of 
birth defects which resemble those of fetal 
alcohol syndr0me; 

* marijuana may ca~se some permanent 
damage to the brain, al though the answer 
won't be clear until many more autopsy stud­
ies can be done on long-term users; 

* pot can cause both acute and chronic 
behavior difficulties, ranging from mild 
mild anxiety to severe panic reactions; 

* many resea-rchers and users suggest 
repeated use can cause a loss of energy, 
ambition and motivation. 

The final word is not in on marijuan~ 
however it is clear that its use is associ­
ated with more negaitves than positives. 
Think twice when offered some pot. The long­
term conseq uences may be haznrdous to your 
health, as well as your mjlitary career.

Yesterday was also important because 
he U.S. Air Force ~ad another birthday. 
uri ng 37 years as a separate service we 
ave matured into the greate~t ai r orce 
n t he world . I'm happy to report that 
rooress in the l ast few years has been 
speciall y good -- morale is "sky-hi gh" , 
ur combat readiness is much better, and 
ecause of it we as a nation are safer. 
momentum has been established and we as 
nation have to keep i t going . Winston 

hurchil l told us why that i s important. 
lmost forty years ago he said , '' I am 
onvinced t hat t here is nothing the 
oviets admire so much as strength and 
here's nothing for which they have less 
espect than weakness," es pee i ally military 
eakness . I bel ieve Churchill's insight is 
s correct today as i t was in 1946 . 

Fortunately, the American people be­
ieve in a strong national defense. And 

:hanks t o their backing, the Administra­
:ion and Congress have been providing t he 
·esources to ensure continued orogress 
tohard rebuildino our military capabili­
ties. Improvements in readiness , train-

ing , recruiting, and retention are con­
tinuing and accelerating . 

Since 1980 , we have made real progress 
in restoring the mi l itary ba l ance and 4 
insuring deterrence . Deterrence is the 
cornerstone of knerican defense pol icy 
deterrence based on nuclear capabi lities 
both strat egic and theater -- and conven­
tional capabilities strong enough to 
convince our enemies that aggressi on 
would be foolish. 

During the 1960s and 1970s, the 
Soviets increased their capacity for 
nuclear attack while our ability to re­
spond became less credible. Low defense 
budget s pu t deterrence at r i sk during 
these years. However , we are now engaged 
i n a concerted effort, along with our 
all i es, to restore the strategic and 
theater nuclear force balance. We have 
seen signi f icant results. 

Two weeks ago we rolled out the f irst 
B-18, and development of the advanced 
technology bomber is on track. 

B- 52s are beinq modi fied to carry air­
launched cruise miss il es , and new offen­
sive avionics have improved bombing ac­
curacy by 50~. Better defensive av ion­
ics are also bei ng added to increase sur­
vivability. 

Tan ~er support for our bow.bers i s get­
ting nuch better - uporcded enqines wil l 
arld refu! li nq capa bility to KC- l 35's , 
20* to the Guard and Reserve and 50~ to 
the active KC-135's. 

Ou r small ICBM program is on solid 
foot ing. We have also improved the ac­
curacy of our flinuteman Ill ' s by nearly 
30~ throuoh the quidance upgrade program. 
Our biq ICBM problem area is the Peace­
kee per -rnissile -- the key element of the 
Scowcrof t Commission's recorrmendations 
to maint ain strong deterrent forces . 
Lack of surport for Peacekeeper sends 
t he wrong message to both adversar ies 
and fr i ends. Without it, we are grossly 
outaunned in th is cru icial l eg of t he 
triad - - and our anns reduct ion negoti-
ati ng pos it ion is weakened. 4 

Last December we deployed the fi r st 
ground- l aunched crui se miss il es i n Grea t 
Britain and the Army began putting Persh­
ing II ' s in Germany. In March, our sec-



r ond GLCM base at Corniso, Italy became 
operational and last month we establish-

he th i rd base at Florennes, Belgium .. 
's deterrent has been upgraded sub-

s . nti a 11 y by these imorovements. The 
d 1erous theater imbaiance in Europe 
t r, .. t resulted from the Soviet Union 1s 
aggressi~e SS-20 deployments is finally 
being redressed, th.anks. to strong, cohe­
sive action by all NATO nations .. 

We and our allies have al so improved 
our ~t capabil it-es. On the 
U.S. s1d.e we have increased the daily 
carrying ~aoacity of our strategk air­
lifters by 28% since 1980 -- through 
added capacity, some madifkations, and 
increased spares.' We tiave stretched all 
the C-14l's, giving then 30% mare lift 
capability. The C-5A ~ing mod increases 
airframe life by 30,000 hours, and two 
new KC-10 souadrons have been activated. 
We have also equippe~ five reserve squad­
rons with new C-130H's since 1980 and 
are now moving C-141's and C-5's into 
the Air Reserve forces. 

Last month we rolled out the first C­
& smal 1 intratheater airlift airplane. 
ffl.s system wi 11 add 30% more conbat 

ties in Europe. by expediting parts and 
engines to the bases. Al 1 these improve­
ments are tied together by the Airlift 
Master Plan, which identifies airlift 
needs and tells how we can best fill then. 
Clearly brought home is the need for the 
C-17 in reaching the 66 mil 1 ion ton 111 i1e 
per day goal identified by the Congres­
sionally mandated mobility study . Our 
plan will move C-17s directly into both 
the active and reserve units . 

8-52G''s now carry Harpoon missiles. 
This new Air Force mari.time operations 
capability resulted from the October 1982 
Air Force-Navy memorandum of agreement. 

Four years ago we had about 4300 fight­
ers in the total force -- most of them 
older F-4s, A-7s, and F-106s. Today, we 
have 4800 fighters, and most are modern 
F-15s, F-16s and A-1 Os . We can fly 62% 
'W wartjme so:rties in Europe and our 
•rews are getting 23% more flying time. 

Another key factor in our improved war­
fightfog posture h~s been the aggressive 
developinent and procurement of modern 
munition·s. Munitions funding has grown 
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five fold and bins are being filled with 
modern~ effective munitions. 

These improvements mean better trained 
and more combat-ready forces. New fight­
ers using improved munitions give us a 
34% increase in delivery accuracy. This 
was demonstrated in our J11ost recent 11shoot 
-out" -- t he Gunsmo ke competition. In 
l 981, the winner flew an A-7 and dropped 
bombs wi thin 29 feet of the target. last 
year an F-1 6 won the competition with 
bombs dropped within five feet of the 
target. --

Even though we ' ve been flying more and 
doing it more a9gressively. our safety 
record is the best in history. Last year 
I told you of our unbelievably 1 ow record­
setti ng 2.33 rate in '82 - 1983's record 
was 1.73 acci dents per 100,000 hours of 
flying -- real istic training, not just 
boring holes in the sky . To date, our 
1984 record is about the same as las t 
year's. Many of you have helped us 
achieve this outstanding record. You 
are the ones designing an~ building our 
airplanes with safety. reliability and 
maintainabi 1 ity in mind.

Secreta ry Orr told you of our heavy 
commitment to improve readi ness and sus-
tainability. The Sec retary also talked 
of hm,i we are improvin9 the way we buy 
spares. Today 7 I want to stress a couple 
of points that amplify his co11111ents. We 
now have strong competition advocacy 
programs at all air logistics centers -­
more enphasis on breakout for competi­
tion, value engineering in spare parts 
and repair kits -- along with a welcome 
spiri t of cooperation in the contractor 
conmunity. These efforts have already 
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oroduced savin9s of nearl y ~400 mi llion 
in cost s of spare par- ts . t4e are using 
these sa vings to buy rnore r c1 r ts at lov1er 
pr ices . If these trend continue, we 
can fi l l ou r wart ime requirement years 
ahead of ou r curren t sch dul e . 

ln t he conventiona l f orces arena, 
some peopl e are suggesting our Ai r Force 
is not as ready and capable today as i t 
was four years ago. 

Crit ics have focused on C-ra t ings i n 
making their arquments. The p·obl em i s 
that C- rati ngs are a JCS loqis ti c man­
agement too l and offer onl,v a snapsho t 
of a un it ' s capability a9ainst the cu r ­
rent goals -- they are net an accurate 
measure of capa bility over time . This 
is because we intent ionall y move the 
qoal line . Since 1980 , we've adjusted 
t he ratinq system several ti mes - - by 
expanding the area s rated and tighten­
ing the cr iteria . Fore ampl e i n ' BO 
only 67 ta cti cal f ighter squadrons were 
canmitted to deploy and f ight for a 
period of ti~e - - either 15 or 30 days . 
Today 86 squadro ns are committed -- all 
of them for 30 days of combat -- spare 
eng i nes and criticaly parts are now 
rated -- t hey weren ' t before, and as I 
said earl i er, we're flyi ng more - - crews 
are more prof ic i ent . 62 ~ more combat 
missions are avai l able in Europe today 
as well as 28~ more airlift to take us 
to the f i ght. All thi s bu i ld- up in ca­
pabil ity, and the dramat ic improvements 
in the effect ivenes s of moder n a ircrlf t 
and muni t ions are not considered i n the 
C-ra t ings . We in the mil i tary are at 
fault for no t having a ra t i ng sys t em 
t hat Congress and others can use to 
t rack our caoabil i t i es from year to year . 
The JCS are wor ki ng on a bet ter way to 
t ell ou r story. We' ve got to cl ear up 
t he confusion being created by t he 
present system. 

In September 1947, Tooey Spatz be-
came the firs t Ai r Force Ch i ef of Staff. 
When he t ook over . he t aced the challanges 
of an uncert ain fut ure. Todav's cha l -
lenges are different from those Gene ral 
Spatz had t o face -- bu t we sti l l mu st 
deal wi t h an uncer ta in future. Ma ny 
cha l l enges l ie ahead. 

Wed pend on space sys tems for strate­
gic warn i ng , command, cont ro l , corrnnu nica-

tions and survei ll ance - - and t he Soviet 
threat high l ights t he need for a uni fied 
space corrrnand . Jus t as we emp loy our 
land, sea and ai r forces -- t hrough the 
un i fied and spec i f ied conman~ structure 4 
-- -v,e shoul d hav e a uni f i ed space corrrna nd 
to exerc i se control of U.S. mil i t ary 
space systems . 

l ment ioned earl ier the bombers , mi s­
si 1 es and other strate9i c sys t ems -- our 
chal l enqe is to cont inue the Presi dent' s 
strategi c modernization program and to 
st ay on the path charted by the Scowcroft 
Comnission. 

As we pursue our strategic program we 
must contin ue to he 1n·1are of t he changi ng 
threa t , the need to be sensit i ve to arms 
reduc t ion nego t iat ions and the poss i bil i ­
ty of strategic defens i ve systems i n t he 
future . Our sea-based st rate~ ic nucl ear 
forces must al so continue t o be i ntegrat ­
ed with bomber and ICBM prog rams, and all 
forces must be suppo r ted bv stra t eg ic 
c.onnectivity . 

Another tough challenge will be mee t ing 
increasi ng manpower needs for the active 
and ai r reserve forces . Declin ing youth 
popul at ion i ncreased mi ss ion demand s , 
and increased competi tion for ava ilable 
ma npower from a robust economy requi re 
t hat we devel op a comprehens ive manpower 
pla n for t he future . The pla n wil l have 
to loo k at al l aspects of the recru it ing 
and retenti on picture . as wel l as i nno ­
va t ive ap r'Oac hes t o reduce manpower 
requirements, such as better des igned, 
mo re reli ab le and ma i nt aina bl e weapons 
systems . 

In the past, the key fa ctors in ou r 
acquisit ion process have been cost , sc he­
dule and performance . Th i s week Sec re­
t ary Orr and I signed a pol i cy sta t ement 
di recti ng that supportab il i ty be t he 
fourth leg under the acquis i t i on stool . 
Improved rel iabi lity and ma in tai na bil i t y 
i s a vita l part of t he solu t ion. The 
Ai r Force ha s 490,000 enl isted peopl e 
today . About one out f every t hree 
wor ks in ai rcraft maint enance. Let me 
compa re some weapon sys tems in terms of ~ 
mai ntenance man hours per fly ing hour 
and hi9 hl ight t he importance of improve­
ments we are mak i ng in r el iabil ity and 
maintai nab·il ity. 



' · Th~ F-16 requires about 1/2 the main­
:enance manhours per flying hour as the 
>l<a. f-4 -- and the F-15 requires 1/3 
le9t;han the F-4. The C-17 will re-
1uire about a third that of the C-5A. 
rh, -1B wn ·1 require 25% fewer than 
the 8-52. These reduced workloads t rans­
late directly into manpower and cost 
;avings. 

We will have to look for new opportu-
1ities to increase the Guard and Reserve 
force contribution to the total force --
1s we are doing with strategic airlift 
:-141 1s and C-5 1s in the Reserve forces. 
~e are pursuing more host nation support, 
3nd increasing the use of civilians and 
,utside contracting. Tbis is a big under­
taking, but we'll be hard pressed to man 
the force unless we can manage these and 
Jther manpower efficiencies. 

Almost 20 years ago, General John 
'fcConne 11 and Anny Chief of Staff Haro 1 d 
Johnson signed a landmark memorandum of 
understanding for closer Army-Air Force 
cooperation. It assigned fixed wing air­
c. missions to the Air Force and ro-
t wing to the Anny. In May, General 
Jo~~ Wickham and 1, working with that 
SL spirit, put together a team of our 
brightest, most objective experts - they 
started out with a blank sheet of paper, 
looked at the jobs we had to do in com­
bat environment, and identified areas 
where we had duplication and voids. 
From this list, we identified 31 initia­
tives, some co11111it the Air Force and 
Army to tenni nate programs where the 
need can be filled by other programs. 
For example, the Air Force has cancelled 
development of its ground-based electro­
nics warfare system, COMFY CHALLENGE. 
because the Army is developing a system 
that can do that for us. The Army has 
terminated its program for an airborne 
radar jamming system -- the Air Force 
will provide this support. 

We are also institutionalizing cross­
service participation in the development 
of our annual budgets. Service program-
,_ are actively taking part in the other 

s819'1ce 1s review process. for closer c0-
r v-ation in areas of mutual interest 7 
A, .. ,y staff officers have been assigned ex­
changed duty to the Air staff, while 7 Air 
Fo rce officers work on the Anny staff. 
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Gen. G11brlel , who llew combat mis, 
slons In Korea and Yl1tn1m, checks 
the controls of an OV-10 Bronco, flown 
by forward air c:ontrolleB. 

There is sti 11 a 1 ot to do. Fonner 
Secretary of State Henry Kissinger was 
once asked how difficult it was to make 
foreign pol icy decis ions. He answered 
that making the decisions was nothing com­
pared to getting them implemented. Some 
of our initiatives are already being imple­
mented. The best example is the recently 
signed memorandum of agreement to develop 
the C-1 8 as the single platfonn for the 
Joint Surveillance and Target Attack Radar 
System -- JSTARS. We will now have a com­
mon radar 6'ftd" a CO!l111on pl at form. A more 
controversial initiative that has met some 
resistance is the proposal to transfer our 
rotary wing special operations force to the 
Army. Here's the way I see it. The Army 
oper es m re than 8,000 helicopters and 
thei r troops conduct special operations. 
1he Air Force has onl y 9 PAVE LOW he1icop­
ters capable of supporting the full range 
of special operations. This adds up to an 
Anny mission. 

As we go along, we wil l thoroughly 
monitor each initiative - ~,e're not going 
to do anything dumb -- before we transfer 
missions the ga ining service will be ful ly 
prepared and combat ready. But I can 
assure everyone here that John \~ickham and 
I are c00111itted to the fullest implementa­
tion -- we won 1 t stand for a 11 slow roll. 11 

1 also see possibilities for greater 
cooperation with thP Nt1vy. ln addition Lr1 
the expand d AF /Navy operations wf' ho VP 

managed the last few years -- F-15's. 
AWACS and tankers to extend the outer air 
battle, and B-52 1 s with Harpoons -- the 
CNO , A~miral Jim Watkins, will in the very 
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near fut~re t el l us how the Navy might fit 
into our projec t. We are making good pro­
gress wi:h th~se efforts to en hance the 
nat10n's military posture and fiel d the 
most affordable and effec t ive combined 
combat capabi 1 ity . 

Meeting these challenges and oppor-
tunities -- will take a lot of hard work 
~nd ded i cation -- as President Reagan has 
said "A safer worl d - will no t be realized 
simply through honorable intentions and 
good wi l l - it requires a dedicated 
effort to supi-,o r c 0ur friends and defend 
our i'nterests . " We have to do this: 
The ta xpayers deserve it and the nation 's 
security demands it. The Ai r Force 
Association can hel p and we loo k to you 
for continued support.
