SAFETY NOTES

CARRYING FLAMMABLES CAN BE HAZARDOUS

By TSgt Vic LaMadrid - Ground Safety NCO

A recent fatal POW mishap involving a
PACAF member indicated that he was carrying
a container of extra gasoline in his car.

In a collision, the cap of the container
came off and vapors filled the passenger
compartment which was ignited by a small
fire in the engine area. Both vehicles were
engulfed in flames within two minutes of the
impact. Other factors in case i.e. alcohol
use and non-use of seatbelts. Compound this
with extra flammables in the vehicles and
you have a "NO-WIN" situation.

VW Bugs have a unique design that is
ripe for this type of mishap. The heater

ducts which is built into the framepan con-
nects the hot engine directly to the passen-
ger compartment. So if any flammable vapors
are in the car, it creates an explosive sit-
vation. As a Honolulu Police Traffic Inves-—
tigator, I'ved personnaly investigated a
case like this locally and needless to say
the operator expired from burns and not in-
juries from the collision. We hope this
information is a lesson learn for all.

be launched. The next phase of the team's job
is to reconstitute primary base support facil-
ities, especially aircraft maintenance, com-
mand operating locations and utility systems.

Cadre evaluators rated 154th performance
outstanding in all areas. Just as the rest
of the unit had been at Eglin AFB six month:
earlier, TForty five other 154th members
participated in a similar first ever ANG/
USAF integrated Prim BEEF training deploy-
ment with Hickam's 15 CE Squadron (PACAF)
to the Air Force's Special Training Center
at Eglin AFB, Florida last December.
Through the combination of intense home

The first day was busy as the team mem-
bers, working under the direction of 154th
deployment OIC, Capt Alvin Satogata and as-
sisted by Capts Sid Keliipueole and Roy Tama-
shiro, constructed 13 hard and soft back tents

for sleeping quarters, messing and sanitation
facilities using WRM and Harvest Eagle kits
identical to those prepositioned at all USAF
theater bases in Korea and Europe. For the
next two days, the engineers received in-
struction and hands-on training in expedient
Rapid Runway Repair (RRR), airfield lighting
systems, emergency power production, potable
water plant assembly and use and short cut
methods for building structural repair and
utility system restoration. Practical train-
ing and field exercises were also given in
explosive ordnance recognition and working in
chemical warfare environments.

Before dawn on the fourth day, an all
day wartime exercise began. As attack

station training and the two deployments,
the 154th attained mission capable Prime
BEEF trained status within the first nine
months of receiving it's directed operation
al tasking. This major qualification mile-
stone normally requires at least three year
to achieve.

Unit commander, Maj. Jeff Smith, ex-
plained the 154th's role and outstanding
performance in these words: "Wartime
engineering is our first order of business;

warning sirens sounded, the engineers don-
ned gas masks and scrambled to shelters.
Once the all clear sounded, field recon-
aissance teams selected minimum operating
strip locations from cratered runways and
taxiways while the RRR teams began moving
equipment and materials to command post
directed locations. Within four hours,
unexploded ordnance was cleared, major
craters filled and AM-2 aluminum matting
patches assembled and pulled into place over
the filled craters. The thumbs up to launch
aircraft was given less than four hours
after attack.

BELLOWS AFS FACITILIES

A few of our HANG personnel were turn-—
ed away from using the Bellows AFS facilit-

. ies, including AGR-types applying for cabins.
Has there been a policy change for the summer
period which precludes or restricts ANG per-
sonnel from using facilities at Bellows?

The following applies:
A. Reservists on active duty and AGR
personnel are entitled to use the Bellows

AFS facilities at any time.

B. Active duty is defined as periods
of "72 hours or more' on crders.

C. While making reservations, a person

need not be on active duty; however, you
must be on active duty during the period yo
are actually using the facilities. ‘

D. They will not accept any reserva-
tions more than thirty (30) days in advance
of the requested (start) date; i.e., reques
ted date is Aug. 30, 1985 application must
be made on Jul. 31, 1985 and no earlier.

E. For weekend reservations, check-in
time is by COB Friday - there will be no
check-ins on Saturdays or Sundays.

F. The only "new" policy change (made
during the last year) is that all ANG/Reser
vists must be on active duty when using the
facilities - camp sites, cabins, picnic
areas, etc. Previously, use was unrestrict
but on a "spaceavailable" basis; individual
did not have to be on active duty.

The key to remember is to tell the re-
servations clerk that you are, or at least
will be, on aetive duty during the period
of use. Just advising them that you are in
the Hawaii ANG, Air Guard, AGR, or a Reser-
vist, could lead to a quick misunderstandii
or evoke a denial of entitlement response.
Everyone should remember that the use of
Bellows AFS is a privilege and not a right.
