A Their overall mission here is to pro­
~ de Dissimilar Air Combat Training (DACT) 

for the HANG E'-4s, the lSABW T-33s, and t he 
Navy A-4s from Barbers Poin t. The A- 7s 
have heen simulating Russian Su-l7i:i and 
tasked to bomb certain targets in the com­
bat arena during t his past week. The 
HANG P-4s were tasked to defend these tar­

gets . What resulted were some outstandi ng 
training sorties for bot h sides. F'or the 
A-7s, they were not onJy able to pra~tice 
as aggressors in air-to-ground and inter­
diction roles, which they usually do at 
home, but were able to fight air-to-air 
overwater against our F-4s, which they 
rarely do . Our F-4s provided · chem a Mi~-23 
Flogger type threat in a mu lt i-bogie arena 
along with the T-3Js and A- 4s simulaLing 
Mig-17s and Mig-21s. 

For the RANG, they were able to con­
front differen t aggressor tac tics, forn1a­
t ions, chaff, and flares which created 
havoc among our aircrews in solvtng the 
sorting and targeting problems. The HANG 

1111!1.as also usually outnumbe red, which added 
9> the challenge . This made mutual support 

between wingmen essential for survival. 
Finally, when compared to the T-33s , the 
slow- fighting abilities ot the A-7 aircrews 
were positive not only on the flying mis­
sions, but on the local hospitality, wea­
ther, different ethnic foods, and beautiful 
beaches .

F-15 
CONVERSION UPDATE

The 154th COMPG has fanned a conver­
sion committe to plan , coordinate, and ma­
nage tbe £orthcom.ing c-15 conversion. The 
committee is composed of tbe various func-

a ion areas in the operations, maintenance, 
. d support areas as well as several mem­

bers of t he HQ HANG Stoff . The conversion 
committee is chaired by Lt Col Jerald Aoki 
who is assist.ed by Cap t. Wayne Wakeman. 

During December 9-11, 1985 a site sur­
vey was conducted at the 154th COMPG faci-
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lity to plan the F-15 conversion . The site 
survey deteTmined what was necessary to 
support the conversion at HAFB . Several 
tnteri.m measures \~,;,re propos1c'd and accepted 
that will allow a timely conve rsion. Sev­
eral portable facilities were built or 
acquired to i-uppori: supply functio n and the 
engine shop . These are interim measures 
that will eventually be replaced with perm­
anent facilities. 

The f1rsr Site Activation Task Force 
(SATF) visit wi 11 be held between .April 
7-11, 1986. Many experts from the many 
f unctional areas nation wjde who are res­
ponsible for F-15 conversions will be at­
tending the meeting. All the is sues that 
pertain to a successful airc raft conver­
sion will be airc:d and solutions proposed 
and agreed upon. Your support i n hosting 
these visitors "1111 be greatly appreciated. 

After the SATF l, we can expect some 
of our people to be attending formal schools 
to become qual ified in the various F-15 
systems . Also, we can anticipate various 
construction projects to begin in the main­
tenance shops . Additionally, equipment 
and s upplies will be arriving t ~ suppor t the 
conversion r equirements. 

Sometime 1 □ March 1987, two F- 15's will 
arrive. Both aircraft will be used for 
maintenan.ce training. The Field Training 

Team will arrive shortly after the air-
craf t and they will be bal di ng classes 
to retrain our maintenance people on the 
new systems. 

At the same time many of our air­
crews will be attending F- 15 pilot u_pgrade 
training at either Tyndall AFB FL or 
Luke AFB AZ . Ench pi Lot wi ll re turn and 
start flying the eagles in a home sta­
tion trainin~ progTam. After the major­
ity of tbe pilots are fully qualified in 
the F-15, we can expect an evaluation to 
deter~ine our combat capabili ty. 

The conversion will require addi­
tional effort from all functional areas. 
We can all Jook forward to more acade­
mics, working in interim facilities, and 
using new equipment.

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GRAMM-RUDMAN BILL 

"FORCES DECISIONS• 

Supporters have hailed it as legisla­
tion that " forces decisions." 

Critics have labeled it unconetita­
tional and "the dumbest piece of legisla­
tion they have seen . " Whatever the feel­
ings, the Gramm-Rudman-Hollings Balanced 
Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act 
of 1985 remains one of the most contro­
versial measures passed by congr ess in 
recent memory . Few People yet understand 
what impact Gramm-Rudman will have on , 
federal spending . Whatever the effect, 
it is particularly important for Air Force 
members to understand the legislation and 
how it might impact military spending. 
"It will change the way the Air Force does 
business in fiscal year. " said Maj.Gen. 
Leo W. Smith II, Air Force Budget Director. 

Passed by congress in Oecember 1985, 
Gramm-Rudman is an effort to curb the fe­
deral deficit and halance the budget hy 
1991 . That Anti-Deficit legislation sets 
a deficit ceiling for each year that would 
progressively lessen the growth of the 
nation ' s nearly $200 billion annual budget 
deficit. By 1991, the federal budge t 
would be "balanced" just like a person 's 
checkin~ account. 

The year -by-year deficit ceiling set 
by Gramm-Rudman is: 
1986 $171 .9 bi ll ion 
1987 -- $144 billion 
1988 -- $108 billion 

1989--$72 blllion 
1990--$36 billion 
1991--zero 

Whenever the budget passed by congresi 
fails t o meet these yearly defici t ceil- • 
ings, Gramm- Rudman triggers across-the­
board cuts . The fiscal year 1986 budget, 
for instance, missed the targeted deficit 
ceil ing. Under these automatic cuts and 
special provisions of the law, the federal 
government has to slash $11.7 billion in 
outlays from the fiscal year '86 budget , 
Defense was r equired t o absorb half this 
amount, or $5 .9 billion i n ou tlays . Be­
cause of the difference between outlays 
(actual cash payments) and budget authority 
(authority to obligate the government), 
more than $13 billion l n budget authority 
for the Department of Defense had to be cut . 
This amounted to a 4.9 percent across- the~ 
board reduction. 

The Air Force share of the reductions 
this year is more than $4.8 billion, inclu-

./ 

ding reduction Eor the Guard and Reserves , 
Procurement accounts wil 1 shoulder. more 4 
than hqlf those cuts , more than $2 . 7 bil­
lion. The remaining Air Force cuts for 
fiscai year '86 are (in millions) : Oper­
ation and Maintenance--$1,089 , Research, 
Development , Test and Evaluation--$758, 
Military Construction and Fami ly Housing­
- $205 , Military Personnel--$54, Stock 
Funds, Including Fuels and Other Expenda­
ble Supplies--$20. 

The Anti-DeflciL legislat i on cu Ls 
"kicked in" March 1. Therefore , those 
fiscal year ' 86 cuts must be realized over 
a seven month period, March - September 
1986, 

The Defense Department cut 4 . 9 per­
cent from all areas of military spending , 
except three. The Reagan Administration 
exempted most military personnel accounts, 
the strategic defense initiative program 
and ce r tain firm fixed-price or multi;;;year 
contracts. 

The Gramm- Rudman Legislation allows 
the Administration to exempt military 
personnel accounts this fiscal year only . 
This flexibility would not be available 
ln future years iE the Gramm-Rudman pro­
visions are triggered. Pentagon comptrol­
ler Robert W. Hel m said that if the Aumi­
nistration had not exempted military per­
sonnel accounts from those cuts, mor e 
than 200,000 people would have had to be 
discharged from the mi litary this fiscal 
year . 

Maj .Gen. Winfield S. Harpe, Dir ector 
of Air Force Personnel Programs , said , 
"While we were able to proLect most of our 
' people programs' from Gramm- Rudman Lhis 
fiscal year, we still realized some cuts 
in that area." 

For exampl e: PCS moves--$29,5 mil­
lion in PCS monies was cut this fiscal 
year. Certain PCS moves scheduled for thi: 
summer (approximately 27,000 July to Sep­
tember) will be delayed two months or in 
some cases cancel led. 

-E~rly outs - -$17 mill ion will be saved 
by allowing some early out s this fiscal 
year. This means Airmen in the continen­
tal United Sta tes who are already sche­
duled to leave the Air Force between May

cunts. Overall, civilian pay was cut 
ercent. Civilian personnel officials 

said that cut "will be absorbed primarily

Under the Gramm-Rudman cuts, Air 
Force medical funds were cut $42 million 
this fiscal year. However, medical offi­
cials have pledged the Air Force will not 
compr01111se the quality of its medical care. 
Instead, they plan to defe·r equipment re­
placement, eliminate some tr~vel and take 
other management actions to. meet those cuts. 

The Air Force Commissary Service Oper­
ations and Maintenance (AFCOMS) funds were 
cut $5 million. Therefore, AFCOMS sys­
tem-wide \</ill cut store hours an average 
of 30 minutes a day, 

Maj. Gen. M. Gary Alkire, AFCOMS Com­
mander, said "We are very sensitive to 
commissary patron needs and will ensure 
patrons continue receiving the eKcellent 
commissary service that has become an 'f 

AFCOMS trademark." 

- The Gramm- Rudman legislation will af­
fect every facet of the Air Force and every 
·venue of Air Force life this fiscal year. 

Mr. Helm predicted, "You're going to 
have less ammunition, you're going to have 
less readiness, you're going to have fewer 
spares, fewer support items." 

Mr. Helm said that although no Dept. 
of Defense programs or weapon systems bave 
been lost under the Gramm-Rudman reductipns 
"We simply have 5 -percent less dollars to 
implement them with," he said. 

Pentagon officials explained that the 
Air Force has made every effort to minimize 
the impact of those anti-deficit cuts on 
readiness. However, those efforts were 
som.etimes frua trated. 

For instance, cuts to the Air Force 
operation and maintenance accounts have re­
duced flying hours Air Forcewide by 22,000. 

"The full impact of Gramm-Rudman on 
the Air Force mission is still being as­
sessed," General Smith said. 

A For next fiscal year, the Gramm-Rudman 
w,egisl ation sets a $144 billion debt ceil­

ing. President Reagan's proposed budget 
for fiscal year '87 produces a $143.6 bil­
lion deficit-- just under the target. 

If Congress okays the President's 
budget, no further cuts would be needed. 
If not, automatic cuts would "kick in'' 
again next fiscal year.
