As most of you know the Hawaii State 

Legisla ure is seriously considering 
raising the legal drinking age to 21. On 
T11ur~day the 30th of January 1986 the 
S nace Transpor tation ColDlllittee approved 
a bill which raises Hawaii's drinking 
age from 18 to 21. This bill will have 
o be approved by the State Rouse and 
~gned by the Governor before it becomes 

parL of Hawaii law. This process will 
take some time but you can believe it is 
going to happen; and when it does the 
military and t he Guard will most likely 
de c1de to comply with the State law. 

A !any of you as Air National Guard 
.irembers realize that there are some 

inconsistencies within this law. You 
·ar adult enough to make a decision to 

' oin the Guard. You are adult enough 
to perfor m cri tical and life saving jobs. 
You are adul t enough to obtain credit. buy 
~ ,r, a house, a boat. You can, in most 
i·ases at t-he age of 18. get married and 
start a family-but you will not be al­
lowed to drink legally before the age of 
21. 

The problem is not wi h you as an 
individual. No. the sad fact is that 
young r people are involved in a dis­
proportionate number of drunken driving 
11u acciden ts. 

The primary intent of tbe bill to 
, ,dse the legal drinking age to 21 is 
tn ·~duce youth's accident involvement and 
to therefore save lives. As military 
oembers we know about tbe word "sacrifice" 
~e b came part of tbe military for many 
various and diverse reasons. As we be­
came more involved with our mission we 

a ealized tha t the goal of the military 
• - to insure peace and thereby save lives. 

Al though this battle field is the higb-
ays and roads of Hawaii. the goal never­

t heless i the same - to save lives. We 
in Social ActionA hope the .Guard members 
who are 18. 19. and 20 accept this sacri­
fice an d do their collective_ part to 
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save lives. You have an opportunity to 
lead by example when the bill to raise 
the legal drinking age to 21 becomes the 
law.

Personnel apprehended and proven to be 
a drug abuser will be dealt with on a case­
by-case basis and will be meted punishment 
commensuratory with the severity of the 
offense.
