We need to be cautious about 
repeating negative phrases like: 
"can- t you do anything right?·. 
"he/she is just a loser", "you are 
1 ust not 9001) enough", etc. Our 
children ■ay in turn ■ate these 
negative labels self- fulfilling 
prophecies because of how we treat 
the■ . IJe al so ■ust avoid ■aking 
unfair judge■ents. t'or exuple, 
so■e parents repeatedly say: "'l'his 
certain daughter is better than 
this other one . " The truth of the 
■atter is that we all individually 
have our own unique abilities and 
weaknesses. If we are going to 
give our children labels, let the■ 
be positive ones! 

There is a need for children to 
feel needed and wanted. Give the■ 
responsibilities that they can 
handle . This will help develop 
their self- worth and ■ake the■ feel 
like an i■portant part of the tea■. 
Also, a good principle to follow 
is: praise the■ in public and 
correct the■ in private . 

Re■e■ber, oar children a.re 
special because along with us , they 
were ■ade in the i■age of God. ftay 
God grant us wisdo■ to raise the■ 
up to be the best they can be!

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$ PAY RAISE $ 
Congress has passed a defense 

authorization bill for thls fiscal 
year that includes a t hree percent 
across-t he- board pay hike in 
January for all ai litary ■embers. 

The raise applies to basic pay, 
hoasing, and food al lowances . 
Ai nan Basics wi lh less t han four 
■ onths service and Air Forc e 
Acade my Cadets will receive t he 
January pay hike. In the past. 
t hey so■eti■es had not. 

Both t he House and Senate 
pa ssed the PY 87 De fense 
Au t ho rization Bill Oct. 15. 
President Reagan is expected to 
sign t he bill i nto law before the 
end of the ■onth . 

Passing an authorization bill 
co11pletes half the budget process 
- - aut horizing various progra■s for 
t he fiscal year. An appropriations 
bill is the other half of that 
process - - appropriating the monies 
to f und those prograMs . 

Congress agreed on the less 
gene rous, less expensive of the two 
ai l i ta ry pay rai se proposal c. The 
Senate proposal would have given 
military ■e■ bers a four percent pay 
hike Oct. l . I ns tead, Congress 
opted for the House version: a 
three pe rcent 11ilitary pay i ncrease 
effective Jan. l. 

The difference between the Lwo 
versions amounted to Sl.l bi llion. 
The Admini stration had asked f o r a 
fou r percent pay hike effecti ve 
Oct . 1, t he sa11e as t he Senate 
proposal . 

Last year , the Def e nse 
Department estima ted ailitary pay 
trailed co■parabl e civilian wages 
by 8.3 pe r cent. Pentagun officials 
said t he th ree percent pay hike i n 
January will not be enough to keep 
pace with civil i an wage increases . 
Therefore. t hal pay gap will wide n. 

The bil l authorizes a new 
sy stem to r reimbursi ng TOY 
t ravelers . Called Lodging- Plus . it 
provides a set a■oun t for ■eals and 
i ncidentals pl us reimbursement for 
lodgi ng costs , not to exceed . t he 
Local area cap. A cosl cap wil l be 
esta blis hed by localiun, !:i O 

rei11burse11ents will vary . Before 
t he new ~yste11 can be i 11pl e■ented,

In o l her words, i f a ■ ale 
wouldn·t like it, the female 
probably wouldn·t either. ~omen 
have had to accepl sexual 
harrassment as part o1 life tor so 
long that for some there can be no 
other t.1ay . Of ten. the prog raa■ing 
is set in deep and brealting old 
habits is nearly iapossible , 
'"fhat·s just how life is" . Por 
others, any progress i s better that 
no progress at all. As 11en and 
women learn that sexual harassment 
does not need to be tolerated they 
wi ll become 11ore assertive i.n 
dealing with it. 1\s t he awareness 
grows a clearer def i nition will 
de1,1elop. Until then, we each need 
to work on our own awareness and 
work t a weed out aspects that 
inhibit positive interaction , 
e ff ectiven e ss, and overall 
well ·- being of the grnu]p that is 
the Guard . 

DRUG TESTING 
The results oI our urinalysis 

testing program i s in. Since May 
drill, 155 guard members were 4 
tested and about 6\ or lO 
individuals had positive results. 
Seven of the 10 posi lives are 
pending discharge action while 3 
have been discharged with either a 
gneral discharge under honorable 
conditions or general under other 
than hornorable conditions.

Congress had a rider attached 
covering these privileges . 

The Depar-tment of Defense had 
conducted tests in the past at a 
number of bases allowing guard and 
reserve members to utilize these 
facilities . But there were, 
reportedly, no positive results. 
Strong lobbying efforts by the 
officer and enlisted associations f 
however, managed Lo push th~ 
legislation through.

SAFEt, .. Seat Belts 

Here ar~ some statistics showlng that 
seatbelts do make a di fference in an auto 
accident. 

-For every one percent increase in 
safety belt use, about 172 live will be 
saved . 

-About 50 percent -34,000 of all 
~eople who die in passenger ca rs, ligh 
trucks, or vans-could have been saved if 
they had been wearing their safety belts. 

-Safecy belts cut your chances of 
being killed or seriously maimed in a 

crash by more than 50 percent. 
-On any single trip the chance of an 

accident on one of the many trips in your 
lifetime is better than 50 percent. What 4 
percentage of your friends have never been 
in an accident? Ask around . .. the percen­
tage is low. 

-Three out of fo ur crashes happen 
within 25 miles of a home. 

-A common cause of death or injury to 
children in automobiles is being crushed 
by adults who are not wearing safety belts. 
In fact, one out of four s e rious injuries 
to passengers is caused by occupants being 
thrown into each other. 

Drivers wearing safety belts have more 
control over their car in emergency situa­
tions and are therefore more likely to 
avoid an accident.

Effective October 1, customers will 
be able to cash personal checks for up to 
$150 at Army and Air Force Ex change Ser­
vice (AAFES) check cashing windows. The 
current $100 daily limit is being raised 
to provide increased service to customers , 
according to Major General John E. Long, 
USA, AAFES Commander. 

AAFES cashes checks as a free se rvi ce 
to cus tomers, subject to the availability 
of funds. Additionally, checks may be 
written for $20 over the amoun t of purchase 
at cash registers. The $50 in cease for 
personal checks was approved by the AAFES 
Board of Directors during its September 24 
meeting .
