WASHINGTON– Maintaining peak combat readiness 
begins and ends with healthy, motivated and well-
trained Airmen.

On Nov. 19, the Air Force’s deputy chief of staff for 
manpower and personnel announced the new Air Force 
fitness standards will offi-
cially begin July 1, 2010.

Lt. Gen. Richard Y. New-
ton III said the services 
top leaders sought feed-
back from commanders 
and senior NCO leaders 
throughout the Air Force 
when deciding to execute 
the updated program that 
will test Airmen twice during 
calendar year 2010 -- once 
under the current program 
and once under the new 
program.

“Based on feedback from 
the field, we are implement-
ing the July start date so 
Airmen have the opportunity to excel,” General New-
ton said. “This implementation strategy will allow for 
a smoother transition of the new Air Force Instruction 
and afford commanders adequate time to establish in-
stallation fitness assessment cells to include adequate 
manning for the FACs.”

According to General Newton, a new AFI detailing 
the new fitness standards is due out within the next 
few weeks. This fitness AFI is the first to cover the total 
force of active duty, Guard and Reserve.

The general added that the July start date will 
provide commanders and Airmen plenty of time to be 
prepared and in compliance with the new AFI.

“We want to do this right,” General Newton said. 
“It’s about readiness and our continued commitment 
to ensure we have a Fit Force, ready to perform its 
global mission.”

Col. Joan H. Garbutt, chief of military force manage-
ment for Air Staff Manpower and Personnel, said the 
new start date for the new fitness standards will “set 
our Airmen up for success.” She believes Airmen will 
excel with the new standards.

“Every time you raise the bar, our Airmen reach 
higher to meet the standards,” Colonel Garbutt said.

Biannual physical fitness testing will begin Jan. 1 
using current fitness standards. Units with FACs will 
use them to conduct the assessments. Units without 
FACs will continue to use their physical training lead-
ers, or PTLs, to assess Airmen. Enlisted and officer 
performance reports will reflect fitness training scores 
based upon their reports close out dates, General 

Newton added.
According to the change, during the Jan. 1 to June 

30 testing phase, unit PTLs will provide two scores 
-- one for the current system and one for the new 
standard so Airmen can gauge their performance. 
Starting July 1, Airmen will officially test under new 
requirements with the new scoring. Scores will be 

annotated on EPRs and 
OPRs accordingly.

Under the new stan-
dards, the aerobic run 
will count for 60 percent 
of the test. Body com-
position will count for 
20 percent. Under the 
current standard, they 
count for 50 and 30 per-
cent, respectively. The 
sit-up and push-ups re-
main at 10 percent each. 
The new standards have 
differently valued waist 
measurements and 15 
seconds, rather than 30, 
separating run scores.

Passing the test will require a composite score 
of 75 while also meeting a minimum level for each 
component. The new physical fitness test will place 
Airmen in one of five age groups: less than 30, 30-39, 
40-49, 50-59 and 60-plus. Results will fall into one 
of three categories: 90 and above, excellent; 75-90, 
satisfactory; and under 75, unsatisfactory.

I’ve made to Iraq, Kuwait, Afghani-
stan and the Philippines, visiting our 
National Guard troops in the field,” 
said Maj. Gen. Robert G.F. Lee, state 
adjutand general.

With the first ever Hometown  
Heroes Ceremony behind her, she 
hopes this will become a yearly 
tradition. As she has said time and 
time again, it’s about saying, “Thank 
you for answering the call to serve 
our country.” 

 As the Command Chief puts her 
final touches on the HIANG, she 
reminds Airmen about the impor-
tance of growing and mentoring one 
another.

“It is critically important to change 
and grow as a leader; seek leader-
ship opportunities,” she said. “Don’t ter Sgt. Denise Jelinski-Hall. “It’s 

about service, about commitment 
and making a difference ... for Amer-
ica - adding value,” she added.

While at the 154th Wing and 
HIANG headquarters, Command 
Chief Jelinski-Hall has had her 
hand in a number of initiatives to 
include but not limited to: reinvigo-
rating the awards and decorations 
process, jump starting the Enlisted 
Performance Feedback program, 
re-establishing and maintaining 
standards of dress and appearance 
in the HIANG, and developing men-
toring programs.

So if there is any message that I can 
bring back from JSLC, it is the gratitude of leaders 
at the very top of our federal government, who saw 
how we responded with our active duty partners to 
make a difference in the lives of many of our island 
neighbors. 

Admiral Mullen also wanted to make sure that 
that thanks extended to your families and employ-
ers who were critical to supporting you when you 
answered the call.  

As I mentioned earlier, I know when I’m retired, 
that the HIANG will be in great hands, because we 
already have great leaders, officers and NCOs that 
know how to take charge and get the mission done.

Judging from the picture, my sport utility vehicle 

is a total loss; however, I am able to write this article 
today because I was wearing my seatbelt.

Nov. 5, started out like any other Thursday.  How-
ever, all that 
changed when 
I was taking 
my dog to a 
veter inar ian 
appointment. 
At the corner 
of Stetson Hills 
and Tutt, sit-
ting at a red-
light, my vehi-
cle was struck 
b y  a n o t h e r 
when a driver 
lost control of 
his vehicle after 
allegedly hav-
ing a seizure. 
He uncontrol-
lably floored 
the accelerator 
and slammed 
into me head-
on. The force of 
the impact was 
so great that 
my SUV was 
lifted-up over 
a small lane-
division island, 
spinning me 
around 180 
degrees, only 
to be hit again 
from behind.

Immediate-
ly, bystanders 
came to our 
aid to ensure 
everyone was 
stab le  unt i l 
the emergency 
teams arrived.

Although I was transported to the hospital, I was 

able to return home that very evening shaken from 
the incident but not seriously injured.

All that said, there is no doubt in my mind, or 
those who witnessed the accident, that my seatbelt 
and airbag ensured the injuries weren’t more se-

vere.
I have always 

been a huge pro-
ponent of wear-
ing seatbelts-
mostly because 
of the impression 
left by individu-
als who have had 
the opportunity 
to share their 
“c lose  ca l ls . ”  
Now I have my 
own personal 
t e s t imony  t o 
pass on.

We speak so 
often of driving 
safety; we forget 
that sometimes 
accidents hap-
pen when we are 
parked. My vehi-
cle was totaled, 
and I wasn’t even 
moving. 

We don’t know 
when an accident 
will take place, 
so it’s important 
to take preven-
tative measures 
sooner rather 
than waiting for 
the situation to 
be risky.

T h e r e  a r e 
many who sim-
ply aren’t able 
to share their 
story of surviv-
al because they 

chose not to protect themselves by wearing their 
seatbelts. Don’t be one of them.
