His directorate is comprised of five divisions, two support squadrons, and the 613 Air and Space Operations Center.  He supports the Pacific Air Forces Commander, the United States Pacific Command's Operations Center, and directs air operations in the Pacific Area of Responsibility, while leading 45,000 Airmen stationed in Japan, Korea, Alaska, and Guam.

Mr. Winkler graduated from the United States Air Force Academy in 1991 with a Bachelor’s degree in engineering. Mr. Winkler has held a variety of military ﬂying, staff and command assignments, including command of the 60th Fighter Squadron, Eglin Air Force Base, the 613th Air Operations Center, Joint Base Pearl Harbor-Hickam and the 354th Fighter Wing, Eielson Air Force Base, Alaska. Mr. Winkler is a distinguished graduate of Undergraduate Pilot Training and a distinguished graduate of the F-15C Replacement Training Unit at Tyndall Air Force Base, Florida.  Mr. Winkler has participated in numerous combat operations including Operations Southern Watch, Northern Watch, Noble Eagle and Iraqi Freedom.
